The philosophical analysis of soft power goes far beyond the
instrumental approach. In this regard, soft power is not only a political
phenomenon, but also a philosophical phenomenon, an expression of the
transition of world politics from the logic of dominance to the logic of
recognition and dialogue.

Military and economic power, while remaining important components
of State power, are no longer able to fully explain the mechanisms of
sustainable leadership and global authority. In this context, the concept of
«soft powery is becoming a key analytical tool for understanding modern
politics. The modern world is characterized not only by globalization
and growing interdependence, but also by the increasing complexity of
the mechanisms of power and influence. Traditional forms of hard power
— military might, economic pressure, and political coercion — although
they remain important tools in international relations, no longer provide
a sustainable and long-term influence on the behavior of other political
actors. In the context of globalization, information openness, and the
increasing complexity of international relations, harsh forms of coercion
are increasingly giving way to more subtle mechanisms of influence based
on persuasion, attractiveness, and normality. In this regard, the concept of
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soft power is becoming particularly relevant, allowing us to comprehend MPHTU 02.41.11
new forms of political dominance and cooperation.

In conclusion, the article states that Morton’s original concept makes
a certain contribution to understanding contemporary ecological problems
and can promote the formation of a deeper approach to environmental
protection. It is assumed that this study will contribute to the expansion of
philosophical discussions on modern ecological issues.

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Introduction

The modern era is often referred to as the «information age» or the era of
«information technologies». However, such definitions, while capturing a dominant
feature of our time, tend to obscure the deeper significance of the concept of
knowledge — a concept that cannot and should not be reduced to mere data or
information, especially when approached from a philosophical perspective. In
this regard, the observation made by contemporary American scholar Richard
Florida in his work The Rise of the Creative Class and How It’s Transforming
Work, Leisure, Community, and Everyday Life reflects a more nuanced and honest
understanding of our time. He writes: «It is generally accepted that we now live in
an ‘information’ economy... However, the more essential truth is that the modern
economy is driven by human creativity» [1, p.18].

This emphasis on the human factor — on creativity as a core driver of
economic and cultural transformation — is particularly insightful. Yet, it must
be noted that in Florida’s otherwise valuable work, the concept of knowledge is
somewhat diminished, treated largely as a subset of information. This reductionist
view, unfortunately, reflects a broader trend: the concept of knowledge, rich
in philosophical and existential meaning, is increasingly absent not only from
educational discourse but also from works aimed at understanding the creative
development of the individual.

Therefore, as we begin our exploration of the evolution of knowledge itself,
we assert that this path is of critical importance. It is only through a profound
understanding of the essential nature of knowledge that we can meaningfully
discuss the emergence and development of human intelligence and creativity - traits
that define the contemporary individual and are fundamental to shaping the future.

Materials and Methods

This study employs both theoretical and empirical methods of analysis, aimed
at uncovering the role of knowledge in the development of the individual as an
intellectual and creative subject.

Theoretical and Methodological Framework

The research draws upon the philosophical, pedagogical, and psychological
traditions of both classical and modern thinkers. Foundational works by Plato,
Immanuel Kant, Lev Vygotsky, and Abraham Maslow were used to frame the
conceptual landscape.

A qualitative content analysis was conducted on educational curricula,
philosophical texts, and pedagogical literature to explore how knowledge is
portrayed in relation to personal development and creative thinking. The analysis
focused on the identification and interpretation of key categories such as:
Knowledge, Personality, Creativity, Intelligence, Spirituality.

To trace the evolution of knowledge as a cultural value, a historical and
philosophical analysis was conducted, spanning from Antiquity through the
Renaissance and the Enlightenment, to the Postmodern epoch. Special attention
was given to transitional periods when the meaning and status of knowledge
underwent significant shifts — especially in relation to human development and
intellectual autonomy.

The method of philosophical reflection was employed to identify and analyze
internal contradictions in how knowledge is perceived — particularly between
utilitarian and spiritual attitudes. This method enabled a critical exploration of
the idea of knowledge as a cultural cult — not in a religious sense, but in terms of
its value-semantic and civilizational significance.

Results and Discussion

In the modern world, information increasingly dominates human existence,
shaping behaviors, desires, and even modes of thinking. The younger generation,
as well as many adults, immersed in the digital environment, passionately extract
fragmented data from vast Internet resources. However, this information content,
despite its accessibility, often carries a «viral» nature - superficial, fragmented, and
detached from deeper understanding. It lacks the integrative and developmental
logic inherent in knowledge, particularly the kind of knowledge that fosters critical
thinking and creative insight.

Today, there is a growing tendency to equate information with knowledge,
ignoring the essential philosophical distinction between them. This conflation
erodes the meaning of knowledge as a profound comprehension of reality, which,
throughout history, has been central to the formation of human intelligence and
creativity. Knowledge, unlike information, implies a systematized, meaningful,
and contextualized understanding that transforms the individual’s inner world
and cognitive capacities.

This issue has deep philosophical roots. Already in Plato’s allegory of the
cave, knowledge is portrayed not as passive reception of sensory data, but as a
difficult ascent — from illusion to truth, from shadow to idea. Plato describes the
knowledge of the masses as «vision in semi-darknessy», emphasizing the limitations
of relying solely on sensory perception. True knowledge, in his view, is only
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accessible to those who liberate themselves from the chains of superficiality
and ascend to the realm of reason and ideas. As Plato wrote, «The ascent to the
contemplation of things that are above is the ascent of the soul into the realm of
the intelligible» [2, p. 324].

Philosopher F. T. Mikhailov interprets Plato’s position as an early articulation
of knowledge as a universal essence, distinct from mere sensory impressions. He
emphasizes that knowledge is not a compilation of external traits, but the internal,
essential image of a thing — grasped only through conceptual understanding [3, p. 49].

Aristotle, continuing this line of inquiry, acknowledged the importance of
sensory perception in acquiring particular facts but insisted that wisdom begins
when we ask «why» — when we begin to understand causality and universality.
He contributed significantly by formalizing the laws of logic, which became the
foundation of rational discourse. However, even he recognized that logic alone
does not resolve the deeper problems of knowledge.

During the Enlightenment and early modern periods, this philosophical
inquiry expanded. Thinkers like Blaise Pascal emphasized the fragile yet exalted
nature of human cognition. His notion of man as a «thinking reed» illustrates the
existential power of conscious awareness - that it is not physical strength, but the
capacity for reflection that elevates humanity above nature. As Pascal observed,
«Even if the Universe crushes him, man is still nobler than his slayer, for he knows
that he dies, and he understands the Universe’s superiority; the universe knows
nothing of it» [4, p. 136-137].

This appreciation for the introspective and reflective dimensions of knowledge
found further elaboration in the works of Locke, Descartes, and other modern
thinkers. John Locke, for example, asserted that all knowledge originates in
experience, mediated by the senses. Yet, this position reveals a contradiction:
sensory experience is inherently individual and temporal, while true knowledge,
as Locke himself acknowledged, must transcend this temporality to grasp universal
truths [5, p. 176-177].

René Descartes addressed this by proposing two distinct yet intertwined
substances: res extensa (the extended, material world) and res cogitans (the thinking
substance). For Descartes, the rational aspect of cognition - the mind’s power to
deduce, reflect, and intuit - was essential to knowledge. His famous statement
«Cogito, ergo sum» («I think, therefore I am») encapsulates the primacy of thought
in the structure of knowledge [6, p. 1].

In his Rules for the Direction of the Mind, Descartes defined intellectual
intuition as a clear and distinct insight derived from reason alone — simpler and more
immediate than deduction [7, p. 84]. This form of intuition, unlike sensory intuition,
allows for the recognition of a priori truths, including basic geometric concepts and
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the self-evident nature of thought itself. V. F. Asmus later reflected on this tradition,
noting that rationalists such as Descartes, Spinoza, Leibniz, and Hegel elevated
knowledge to the level of logical necessity and intellectual universality — not through
empirical data, but through the intuition of reason [8, p. 23].

Thus, the development of knowledge throughout history reveals a progression
from empirical sensation to rational comprehension, from individual impressions
to universal meaning. This progression is essential not only to intellectual maturity
but also to the formation of creativity — which, as thinkers like R. Florida argue,
has become the defining feature of modern economic and cultural life.

However, as the current information age tends to reduce knowledge to isolated
facts or entertainment content, it risks undermining the profound, integrative
function of true knowledge. If society fails to restore the value of deep learning and
reflective thought, it may produce individuals rich in data but poor in understanding
— thus losing the very foundation of progress, creativity, and cultural evolution.

The Philosophical Foundations of Knowledge, Intellect, and Intuition.
The history of philosophical thought from antiquity to the modern era reveals a
consistent engagement with the concept of knowledge, not merely as a repository
of facts, but as a means of intellectual development and the deepening of the
relationship between humanity and the world. By the 17th century, the problem
of intellect had become central to many philosophical systems, emphasizing not
only epistemology but also the inner logic of human consciousness and creativity.

A close reading of key sources confirms the intimate connection between
knowledge, intellect, and intuition. V.F. Asmus highlights this especially in the
rationalist tradition of the 17th century, where thinkers sought to ground truth not in
sensory data, but in the operations of the mind itself. In René Descartes’ foundational
work Rules for the Direction of the Mind, the author makes it clear that knowledge
should be pursued only in those areas where the mind can attain «reliable and
undoubted knowledge» [7, p. 84]. This rational certainty underpins his method of
doubt and his famous formulation of the cogito («I think, therefore I am).

Benedict Spinoza, another towering rationalist, constructs his system on
the unity of substance (God or Nature) and emphasizes the development of the
intellect (intellectus) as the foundation of human flourishing. In his Treatise on
the Improvement of the Intellect, Spinoza defines the ultimate goal as attaining a
state of intellectual and ethical harmony not only for oneself, but collectively for
humanity. He outlines a five-step program that includes the study of nature, the
creation of a moral society, education, medicine, and mechanics — all as means
to improve human reason and well-being [9, p. 277]. For Spinoza, truth is self-
revealing, like light that illuminates both itself and darkness: «Truth is the measure
of itself and falsehood» [9, p. 440].
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As V. F. Asmus observes, Spinoza regards intellectual intuition as the
pathway to adequate ideas — a criterion for truth that is internal, rational, and free
from empirical distortions [8, p.]. Spinoza’s emphasis on reason over experience
reflects his broader philosophical commitment to necessity, clarity, and the internal
coherence of the intellect.

A new phase in the development of the theory of knowledge begins with
Immanuel Kant, who seeks to reconcile the long-standing tension between
empiricism and rationalism. In the Critique of Pure Reason, Kant writes: «Although
all our knowledge begins with experience, it does not follow that it arises from
experience» [10, p. 41]. Kant proposes a synthesis of sensory data (empirical
cognition) and a priori concepts of the understanding, mediated by the faculties
of reason. This synthesis allows for the possibility of universal and necessary
knowledge, thereby overcoming the limitations of both sense perception and pure
rational deduction.

Kant’s contribution lies in revealing that knowledge is a dynamic interaction
between subjective cognition and the objective world. Human knowledge is not a
passive reflection of reality, but an active construction rooted in the forms of human
sensibility (space and time) and the categories of the understanding. Through this
structure, Kant arrives at the idea that knowledge is both individual and universal,
a notion that opens the way to understanding knowledge as a cultural and moral
value — one that enables the development of the subjective, creative human being.

This insight is further developed by Johann Gottlieb Fichte, who places at
the center of his philosophy the concept of action (Tathandlung). As a successor
to Kant, Fichte elaborates a system in which the foundation of knowledge is not
simply thought, but action as an original act of the self. As V.F. Asmus writes,
the core of Fichte’s Science of Knowledge (Wissenschaftslehre) is the concept of
action, from which all other categories are derived [8, p. 67].

Fichte himself declares: «The absolutely first and unconditioned principle
of all human knowledge must express an action. It lies at the foundation of all
knowledge, and it alone makes it possible» [ 12, p. 461]. However, this action cannot
be grasped through conceptual deduction — it must be intuitively grasped, as it
represents the living dynamic of consciousness. Fichte distinguishes between the
«I» (subject) and the «Not-I» (object), which are in opposition yet fundamentally
connected. He writes: «There must be a deepest harmony between them,» despite
their apparent independence [12, p. 343].

Fichte’s notion of intellectual intuition thus plays a dual role: it is both the
source of knowledge and the means of resolving internal contradictions in the
cognitive process. Through the act of self-consciousness, the subject posits itself,
the world, and the relationship between the two. This approach underscores the
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creative and transformative nature of knowledge: it is not static, but an active,
lived engagement with the world that shapes both the subject and reality.

The Dialectic of Self and Non-Self: Intellectual Intuition in German Classical
Philosophy

A fundamental relationship exists between the Self (I) and the Non-Self
(Not-I) in Johann Gottlieb Fichte’s philosophy. As Fichte articulates, «Both of
them must be completely independent, but harmony between them really exists,
and the contradiction indicated earlier by the author is resolvable. It is soluble
since knowledge is realized in acts of understanding (Intelligenz) through
contemplation and in accordance with the laws of this contemplation» [12, p. 343].
This contemplation, which Fichte terms intellectual contemplation or intellectual
intuition (intellectuelle Anschauung), is characterized as «the contemplation of
oneself during the performance of the act, due to which the Self arises in it»
[12, p. 463]. This capacity is emblematic of the philosophical mind.

Fichte further insists that without intellectual intuition, the mind would
remain a passive arena, «an immovable stage on which ideas replace one another
but do not originate as an active principle» [12, p. 465]. He states, «I cannot
find myself acting without finding in some comprehended sensual intuition the
object on which I act, and without generating an image of what [ want to create»
[12, p. 464]. Thus, the immediate consciousness revealed in acts of intellectual
intuition is, for Fichte, a special kind of consciousness distinct from Kant’s
conception, which limits intuition to the sensory realm as a prerequisite for
empirical cognition but denies it as a means of grasping things-in-themselves
[12, p. 465].

Unlike the 17th-century rationalists who posited an immutable substance,
Fichte’s theory of intellectual intuition — highlighted by V.F. Asmus - is «directed
not at a dead substance, but at life, dialectically developing and moving in
opposites» [8, p. 70]. This dynamic conception aligns intellectual intuition with
the evolving activity of the self-conscious spirit.

G. W. F. Hegel, reflecting on Fichte’s philosophy in his Lectures on the
History of Philosophy, summarizes its core as follows: «Fichte expresses the task
of philosophy with a formula that says philosophy is the doctrine of knowledge;
universal knowledge is as much an object as it is the starting point of philosophy.
Consciousness knows it is its nature; the goal of philosophical knowledge is the
knowledge of this knowledge» [13, p. 464].

Fichte also placed great emphasis on the moral mission of the individual,
asserting that each person must contribute uniquely to the ethical transformation of
the world and social progress. He urged that «a confident and firm hand create an
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exact imprint of the mind» [14, p. 37], highlighting the inseparability of intellectual
and practical activity.

The notion of intellectual intuition further evolved in the philosophy of
Friedrich Wilhelm Joseph Schelling, who, according to V.F. Asmus, regarded it
as the key to resolving dialectical contradictions — between the absolute and the
relative, the infinite and the finite, object and subject, nature and consciousness,
necessity and freedom [8, p. 77]. Schelling’s intellectual intuition is «the awareness
by the acting intellect of the necessity of the laws by which it acts,» thereby
connecting being and activity in contemplation [8, p. 77].

Schelling describes intellectual intuition as a faculty reserved for a select
few «chosen spirits,» transcending ordinary rational logic. It entails not only
freely repeating a sequence of actions but also re-realizing the initial necessity
inherent in these actions, a special philosophical talent that elevates the thinker
above the common multitude [15, pp. 397-398]. This insight notably influenced
the development of German Romanticism in philosophy and literature.

Turning to Hegel, he too deeply engaged with the formation of man as an
intellectually developing subject. In the preface to The Phenomenology of Spirit,
Hegel declares his intention to bring philosophy closer to the form of science so
that it «can leave its name of love of knowledge and become real knowledge»
[16, pp. 3—6]. For Hegel, knowledge and science are essentially synonymous; the
necessity for philosophy to become science lies in its nature.

V.F. Asmus rightly notes that a study of the problem of knowledge leads
to recognizing the laws of dialectics discovered by Hegel, grounded in the
fundamental role of spiritual activity in human development. This constitutes a
crucial advance in understanding knowledge as the defining characteristic of the
intellectual person, who grasps the interconnection of all aspects of being and
thought.

For Hegel, the transformation of philosophy into science depends on a
speculative method — idealistic dialectics — whereby each conceptual category
develops, passes into its opposite, and through this contradiction reveals a higher
unity. This unity becomes the condition for the further development and elevation
of knowledge to a new level [17, pp. 81-82]. Asmus summarizes, this conception
elevates both intellectual knowledge and the concept itself as a logical form of
scientific knowledge [8, p. 82]. Hegel famously asserted that the true form of
truth is its scientific form, which «has the element of its existence only in the
concept» [16, pp. 3—-6].

An important achievement of Hegel’s philosophy is his dialectic of immediate
and mediated knowledge, where immediacy is understood only as a result of
mediated development. This placed Hegel above metaphysical or intuitionistic
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conceptions and even above subjective idealism, rooting his epistemology firmly
in logic rather than intuition.

Asnoted by E. V. Ilyenkov, Hegel reveals the «universal forms and patterns
within which the collective consciousness of mankind is realized,» with the
historical development of science and technology representing the «whole» to
which individual logical actions ultimately subordinate themselves [18, p. 144].
The realization of the universal through logic and its development by the individual
corresponds to the ascent of the absolute spirit and the formation of subjectivity
as the necessary context of intellect.

According to F.T. Mikhailov, Hegel emphasizes that the development of
individual consciousness mirrors the historical mastery of cultural gifts - from the
simplest to the most complex — thus replicating the main stages in human cultural
evolution [3, p. 112]. The universal forms of human historical activity constitute a
«whole» — the logic of history — which transcends the consciousness of any single
individual and operates independently of individual will or desire, governed by
its own internal developmental logic [3, p. 112].

The Intellectual Development of the Individual: Philosophical and
Psychological Perspectives

The logic of this study leads to the conclusion that the intellect, like the
mind as human thinking, is not born in an atmosphere of rote memorization
from textbooks and encyclopedias, but through the process of learning the logic
of knowledge formation itself, as E.V. Ilyenkov argues [19, p. 112]. Supporting
Ilyenkov’s perspective, A.V. Korolev emphasizes that «clarity of mind is not
insight or chance, but the result of complex activity, the highest product of which is
the ability for creative action.» Furthermore, Korolev notes that our world «exists
as a dialectical contradiction, the resolution of which — strictly in accordance with
the logic of interaction of opposites — is the manifestation of the universal way of
human existence» [20, p. 10].

From this, it follows that «a serene and non-conflict life is possible only
if one is willing to be in a losing position constantly. ‘Eternal rest for the gray
pyramids.” A living mind must be guided by contradiction, not as a sign of error,
but as a true criterion of truth.» Contradiction, like any other logical category, «is
nothing other than a universal form of the development of being,» encompassing
natural and socio-historical processes beyond consciousness [20, p. 10]. Those
who believe that comprehending the development of reality in conscious forms
is not a «royal business» misunderstand the nature of wisdom, intelligence, and
understanding — qualities not attained by rank or wealth [ibid].

The discoveries made in the ascent of knowledge to the intellect represent a
path explored by many generations. They underscore the necessity of work focused
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on comprehending the logic of the truth of being as the only way to achieve desired
intellectual results. This conclusion finds confirmation in the works of both foreign
and domestic scholars of the 19th and 20th centuries.

Turning to the historical development of the problem of intelligence, the
most intense activity has been observed in Western culture, particularly within
psychology. Significant contributions to this field were made by researchers such
as Francis Galton, Alfred Binet, James McKeen Cattell, Lewis Terman, David
Wechsler, Robert Sternberg, Olga Andreeva, Lev Khromov, Charles Spearman,
James Flynn, Edward Thorndike, Joy Guilford, Hans Eysenck, Boris Ananiev,
Lev Vygotsky, and modern Russian psychologists including O.K. Tikhomirov
and M.K. Kholodnaya.

We contend that the history of intellectual development, which began
philosophically in antiquity, diverged in the 19th century to develop within
psychology and psychophysiology. This divergence enriched the understanding
of the process, imbuing the concept of intellect with essential characteristics and
spawning diverse research directions. However, the accelerating globalization of
our era and the imperative to foster human universality present urgent tasks for
intellectual development - concerns reflected in modern Western literature.

Creativity, Intellectual Development, and the Rise of the Creative Class:
Insights from R. Florida

The understanding and approach outlined above resonate closely with the
ideas presented by Richard Florida in his influential work The Rise of the Creative
Class: And How It’s Transforming Work, Leisure, Community, and Everyday
Life [1, p. 7].

Florida himself stresses the uniquely European approach to intellectual
development, emphasizing the advantages of supranational tools and integration
initiatives in education and training. He points out that «all personal development
initiatives implemented in the EU operate within a three-tier system: supranational,
state, and regional levels. The Lisbon Strategy and the ‘Europe 2020’ concept,
alongside social, gender, and environmental policies, constitute a supranational
framework that establishes legislative and civic engagement foundations at the
national level» [1, p. 8].

In the preface, Florida also calls attention to Russia’s need to leverage global
talent flows to achieve meaningful progress, similar to other industrialized nations.
He cites examples of American cities that successfully transformed by fostering
creativity in business and public life, noting that while the path is difficult, it is
indispensable: «The future of countries, cities, and companies lies in the creative
economy» [1, p. 9].
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The core concept here — creativity — embraces a creative attitude toward
everything surrounding an individual. Consequently, knowledge, as the foundation
of intellect and creativity, is the basis that cultivates a creative worldview. This
recalls the words of F. Schelling, who asserts that attaining a respectable level
of intelligence — and thus creativity — requires considerable personal effort and
self-work, leading to the capacity to understand and actively transform reality.

Florida writes: «It is commonly accepted that we live in an ‘information’ or
‘knowledge’ economy. However, a more essential truth is that the modern economy
is driven by human creativity. Creativity — the ability to create meaningful new
forms, as defined by Webster’s Dictionary — has become a major competitive
advantage. In nearly every industry, from automotive to fashion, food, and
information technology, those with creative potential win» [1, p. 18].

However, Florida somewhat disrupts the connection between knowledge,
intellect, and creativity. It must be emphasized that individuals lacking sufficient
education, scientific understanding, or intellectual development cannot effectively
contribute to or adapt to changes in production relations and development. In the
author’s view, the greatest creative achievements come from those who invest effort
both in mastering educational content and achieving a high level of intelligence,
alongside a deep understanding of creativity itself. All these elements must be
integrated in the educational process.

Continuing, Florida states: «Creativity is the most valuable commodity in
our economy — yet it is not a commodity itself. Creativity comes from people.
While a person can be hired or fired, their creative abilities cannot be bought, sold,
or turned on and off at will». He further elaborates: «We constantly modify and
improve products, processes, and operations in new ways, fitting them together.
Technical and economic creativity is fueled by interaction with cultural and artistic
creativity. This connection is evident in new industries such as computer graphics,
digital music, and animation. A favorable social and economic environment is also
necessary for the development of various forms of creativity» [1, p. 19].

Florida aligns his views with the philosophical insights of Max Weber,
noting that «Weber observed that the Protestant ethic, emphasizing frugality,
diligence, and efficiency, laid the foundation of early capitalism. Similarly, a
shared commitment to the spirit of creativity in its many forms strengthens the
creative trends defining our age» [1, p. 20].

Conclusion

The development of personality through the prism of knowledge reveals
itself not merely as the accumulation of information or the refinement of mental
faculties, but as a cultural phenomenon — a cult of knowledge — that elevates the
processes of thinking, understanding, and creating into the very essence of human
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becoming. As explored in this article, philosophical traditions from Antiquity to
Soviet dialectical thought (notably E. V. Ilyenkov) have emphasized that intellect
is not innate but is formed through active engagement with the logic of reality —
through contradiction, reflection, and meaningful activity.

In modern contexts, this philosophical foundation finds new expression in
Richard Florida’s theory of the «creative class.» Florida articulates a cultural
and economic shift in which intellectual autonomy, multidimensional creativity,
and flexible approaches to life and labor constitute a new norm. While grounded
in empirical and sociological analysis, Florida’s insights echo philosophical
understandings of the human as a being who realizes potential not through
conformity but through self-directed creative engagement with the world — through
the generation of meanings, technologies, values, and ways of life.

Ultimately, understanding knowledge as a cult— as a guiding cultural principle
— allows us to revalue human development beyond technocratic or utilitarian
paradigms. It calls for the reassertion of philosophy as a necessary foundation for
both theory and practice, and for the integration of dialectical thinking, cultural
consciousness, and intellectual creativity at all levels of personal and societal
life. Only through such a holistic approach can the full potential of intelligence
and creativity be realized — not as isolated abilities, but as the defining forces of
sustainable human flourishing.

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M. MORIOKA’S «PAINLESS CIVILIZATION» CONCEPT IN THE
CONTEXT OF PHILOSOPHY OF RELIGION

This article examines the concept of the «painless civilizationy developed
by Masahiro Morioka within the framework of philosophy of life and bioethics
and analyzes its implications for the philosophy of religion. In Morioka’s
interpretation, contemporary culture — focused on the technological
elimination of pain and suffering — produces a new anthropological type in
which pain loses its existential and meaning-forming significance. Despite
the growing scholarly interest in Morioka’s works, his concept has so far
been interpreted primarily within philosophy of life and bioethics, while its
religious-philosophical potential remains insufficiently explored.

The aim of this study is to expand the interpretation of the «painless
civilizationy beyond the boundaries of bioethics and to reveal its implications
for the philosophy of religion. The methodological basis of the research
includes philosophical analysis, a hermeneutic approach, and a comparative
examination of existential concepts. The paper argues that the displacement
of pain from the structure of human experience leads to a weakening of
the existential tension necessary for religious reflection. It concludes that
the «painless civilizationy constitutes one of the most radical challenges
to religious thought, affecting the foundations of faith, rebellion, and the
search for meaning.

This article examines the philosophical and existential understanding of
human existence in relation to the categories of time and space in the context of
the Kazakh worldview. The aim of the study is to identify the ontological specificity
of ideas about man and time in traditional Kazakh philosophy and compare them
with the existential ideas of Western philosophy. The author analyzes key concepts
of Kazakh spiritual culture — «uaqyty, «kenistiky, «tagdyry, and «omiry — in their
philosophical and semantic dimensions, demonstrating how a unique model of
human existence is revealed through language and culture. The methodological
basis of the study is the principles of existential phenomenology (Maxim
Heidegger, Jean-Paul Sartre, Karl Jaspers) and the ideas of Russian thinkers
(Abai, Shakarim, M. Zhumabaev). Particular attention is paid to the symbolic
and metaphorical understanding of time and its influence on self-understanding
in the Kazakh cultural tradition. The results of the study demonstrate that the
Kazakh philosophical worldview, based on the concept of tutastyk (integrity),
expresses the organic unity of man, time, and space. The article contributes to
the development of philosophical anthropology and intercultural dialogue by
revealing the value foundations of the existential dimension of human existence
in the national worldview.

Introduction
Modern philosophical thought is increasingly turning to the problem of human
existence, its meaning, and the dimension of time. The question of the relationship
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between man and time is a central one in 20th-century existential philosophy, where
the category of «time» is viewed not as a physical entity, but as an internal, lived
experience of the individual. In this context, turning to the Kazakh worldview, in
which the idea of the harmony of man, nature, and the cosmos is expressed in the
categories of time and space, acquires particular relevance. Despite the significant
number of works on existentialism and philosophical anthropology, the problem of
understanding human existence in temporal and spatial dimensions, specifically in
the context of traditional Kazakh philosophy, remains understudied. The relevance
of this topic stems from the need for a philosophical understanding of the national
worldview through the lens of existential categories, which allows us to identify
the unique characteristics of Kazakh spiritual culture and its contribution to the
universal philosophical tradition. The theoretical significance of this research lies
in deepening our understanding of the phenomenon of time and human existence
within the national worldview, while its practical application lies in the potential
application of the findings in the teaching of philosophy, cultural studies, and
comparative anthropology.

Materials and Methods

The primary research material is philosophical texts and concepts that reveal
the ontological nature of human existence and the category of time in the context
of existentialism and the Kazakh worldview. [2, pp. 48—69]. The theoretical basis
is formed by the works of Western thinkers —M. Heidegger, J.-P. Sartre, K. Jaspers,
and A. Camus — as well as the works of Russian philosophers and thinkers — Abai,
Shakarim, A. Nysanbaiuly, T. Gabitov, Zh. Altayev, and others. Furthermore, the
empirical material includes Kazakh prose texts, proverbs, mythological images,
and folklore metaphors that reveal ideas about time, fate, and human destiny. The
research’s methodological framework is based on the principles of existential
phenomenology and hermeneutic analysis, which enable the interpretation of the
meaning of human existence through the categories of time, space, and culture. A
comparative philosophical method is employed to compare Kazakh and Western
understandings of existence, a structural-semantic analysis is used to identify key
concepts and their semantic interrelations, and a cultural-historical approach is
used to provide a holistic understanding of the national philosophical worldview.

Results and Discussion

This study revealed a profound connection between the categories of time
(uakyt), space (kenistik), and the concept of human existence in the Kazakh
worldview. Unlike the Western philosophical tradition, where time is often
understood as a linear process and expresses the finiteness of human existence
(see [1, pp. 48-69]), in Kazakh culture, time is conceptualized as a continuous
cycle of life, reflecting the harmony of humanity with nature and the cosmos. Time
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is not measured solely in minutes and years — it is experienced as an internal
flow, where past, present, and future form a spiritual unity. In traditional Kazakh
consciousness, the category of space carries not so much a geometric as a sacred
meaning. Space is associated with the concepts of native land (zher), holiness,
home, and family. This understanding aligns with Eastern notions of being as a
proportionate and harmonious order of the world, but differs from Heidegger’s
phenomenological interpretation of space, where it serves as a condition of human
presence (see [1, pp. 70-85]).

An analysis of the poetic and philosophical texts of Abai and Shikarim has
shown that Kazakh philosophy views time as a living energy linked to morality
and human inner responsibility. For Abai, time is not an external category, but a
measure of spiritual growth: «<adam omiri —uakytpen olshenedi» (human life is the
test of time) [5, pp. 24-38]. In Shakerim, on the contrary, time is conceptualized
as a path to understanding truth through patience and self-knowledge
[6, pp. 60—79]. Thus, Kazakh thought unites cosmological and ethical
understandings of time, where man acts not as an observer, but as an active
participant in the universal rhythm.

A comparison with Western existential philosophy revealed both points of
contact and fundamental differences. M. Heidegger, analyzing the phenomenon of
time, emphasized it as the structure of being-in-the-world, where man recognizes
his finitude and responsibility (see [1, pp. 48—69]). Jean-Pierre viewed time as a
mode of human existence, torn between past and future, but deprived of a center —
eternity [2, pp. 112—-145]. In Kazakh philosophy, by contrast, time is not opposed
to eternity, but is included within it. Man is not alienated from the world, but
remains in an inextricable connection with it, which removes the existential anxiety
so characteristic of Western thought. A comparative analysis suggests that the
Kazakh worldview develops its own model of existence, based on the concepts of
belonging, gratitude (qanagat), and spiritual integrity (tutastyk). In this system, a
person does not strive to subjugate time, but learns to live within its rhythm. This
perspective brings Kazakh philosophy closer to Eastern contemplative traditions,
while still maintaining an active ethical dimension — a person is responsible for
how they use their time and how they fit into the harmony of the world. (See Table
1) reflects the fundamental differences in the understanding of the categories of
time and being between the Kazakh worldview and Western existentialism. In
the Kazakh tradition, time is cyclical and expresses belonging to all that exists,
whereas Western philosophy emphasizes individual freedom and an awareness
of finitude. Space in Kazakh culture is sacred and symbolizes spiritual support,
whereas in existentialism it often acts as a neutral background for human existence
(see [3, pp. 80-102]; [4, pp. 55-73]).

Freedom of choice, self-affirmation, overcoming the absurd [4, pp. 55-73]. An
analysis of the data in Table 1 reveals that in Kazakh culture, the categories of time
and being acquire a value-based character: they are inextricably linked with ethical
and spiritual principles. Time is not simply a measurement of movement, but a
way of human existence in the world. Space is not an external stage, but a realm of
belonging, where one senses the presence of ancestors, the earth, and the Creator. In
the context of comparative analysis, this model of philosophizing demonstrates an
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alternative view of existence. While Western thought (Heidegger, Sartre, Camus)
seeks to understand man through his inner anxiety, fear, and freedom, Kazakh
philosophy reveals man through trust, patience (sabyr), creativity, and gratitude
(kanarat). Both approaches share a desire to understand the finiteness of life, but
the Kazakh tradition imbues this understanding with a harmonious dimension.

Based on the research, a conceptual model was constructed (see Figure
1) illustrating the relationship between humans, time, and existence in the two
philosophical systems.

The study revealed that the philosophy of time in the Kazakh worldview fosters a
unique existential mode of thinking based on the concept of inner stability, spiritual
integrity, and moral maturity. Unlike the Western tradition, which emphasizes
individual freedom and the tragedy of finite existence [1, pp. 48—69]; [2, pp.
112-145], Kazakh philosophical thought affirms the idea of tutastyk — the integral
existence of man in harmony with nature, society, and the cosmos. The categories
of time and time in the Kazakh tradition are inextricably linked to the ethical and
spiritual dimensions of human existence. Time is perceived not as an abstract
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quantity, but as the flow of life, requiring responsibility and a meaningful approach
to lived moments. Space, in turn, is conceptualized as the sacred foundation of
existence—a native zher, a place of spiritual rooting and collective memory [5,
pp- 24-38]; [6, pp. 60—79]. Thus, human existence in the Kazakh consciousness
has an ontological nature of belonging, where the connection between generations
and the continuity of values forms the existential core of culture. The poetic and
philosophical reflections of Abai and Shakarim confirm that time, in the Kazakh
understanding, has a moral meaning. Abai views life as a test of time, where
true maturity of the individual is determined by inner kindness and conscience
[5, pp. 24-38]. For Shakarim, time is the path to attaining truth through patience
and self-knowledge [6, pp. 60—79]. These ideas form the moral and existential
foundation of Kazakh philosophy, in which man is an active creator of harmony, not
a victim of the absurd. A comparison with Western existential philosophy reveals
both commonalities and fundamental differences. M. Heidegger viewed time as
the structure of being-in-the-world, revealing the finitude of human existence
[1, pp. 70-85], while J.-P. Sartre viewed it as a dramatic realization of freedom
and responsibility in a situation of alienation [2, pp. 112—-145]. In the Kazakh
tradition, by contrast, man is not opposed to the world: time does not destroy
existence, but connects it with eternity. Man here is not «thrown» into the world,
but spiritually rooted in it, which relieves the existential tension characteristic of
European thought. Contemporary Russian researchers (T. Gabitov, Zh. Altayev)
emphasize that the Kazakh understanding of time and space represents a cultural
and value system in which ethical and cosmological principles merge into a single
philosophical model [7, pp. 115-128]; [8, pp. 92—110]. This model aligns with
the Eastern tradition of measure (olshem), according to which man is the measure
of all things, not in the sense of dominance, but in the sense of responsibility and
harmony. The results of the study demonstrate that Kazakh philosophy of time has
the potential to make a significant contribution to the development of contemporary
philosophical anthropology. It expands the boundaries of existential philosophy,
introducing a humanistic and harmonizing component. In the context of a global
dialogue of cultures, this idea takes on special significance: it offers a model of
existence based not on fear and absurdity, but on mindfulness, patience (sabyr),
and gratitude (qanaqat).

Thus, a comparative analysis of Eastern and Western understandings of time
and existence allows us not only to clarify universal philosophical categories but
also to rethink the very purpose of humankind in the world. In Kazakh philosophy,
humans are not observers, but mediators between nature and the spiritual order,
guardians of harmony and inner balance (see [9, pp. 60—78]). Through this
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perspective, existential philosophy acquires a more holistic and humanistic
dimension, uniting the rational and the spiritual, the individual and the cosmic.

Conclusions

The study revealed that the philosophical understanding of man and time in
the Kazakh worldview represents a unique system of concepts and values, distinct
from the Western existential tradition not only in its original categories but also
in its anthropological precepts. At the center of Kazakh philosophy is the idea
of the integrity (tfitastyk) of human existence — the harmony of man with nature,
family, society, and the cosmos. This integrity does not function as an abstract
metaphysical category, but as a practical foundation for life’s behavior and the
individual’s ethical orientation. The main result of the study is that the categories of
time and space in Kazakh spiritual culture fulfill an existential function analogous
to the philosophical categories of «temporality» and «being-in-the-world» in the
European tradition. However, unlike Heidegger, who viewed time as a structure
of human presence that defines the finitude and anxiety of existence, Kazakh
philosophy reveals time through the rhythm of nature and the cyclical nature of
being. Here, time is not opposed to eternity, but rather integrated into it, forming a
unified field of meaning in which a person feels not isolation, but belonging. Thus,
human existence in the Kazakh worldview is not conceived as a tragic drama of
loneliness, but as a path to spiritual maturity based on harmony with the world. Man
is not an «abandoned» being, as in Sartre, but a living link in universal harmony.
He exists not in spite of the world, but with it. This attitude forms a completely
different ontological model, where time becomes not a measure of destruction, but
a condition for spiritual renewal. An analysis of the poetic and philosophical texts
of Abai and Shakarim revealed that their reflections on time are closely linked to
the issues of conscience (ar), duty, and life’s purpose. In their understanding, time
is not only an objective flow but also a moral category: a person is responsible for
how they live their «century». This brings Kazakh philosophy closer to ethical
anthropology, where the meaning of existence is determined not by abstract
reasoning, but by concrete actions and attitudes toward others. A comparison
with existentialism revealed both similarities and fundamental differences. The
similarity lies in the fact that both Western and Kazakh thinkers see humans as
beings aware of the temporality of their lives and searching for meaning. However,
the difference lies in the fact that Western existentialism is based on the idea of
alienation and the absurd, while the Kazakh tradition affirms the sense of belonging
and inner stability of the individual. If Camus’s concept of time confronts the
meaninglessness of the world through rebellion, then in Kazakh philosophy, it
overcomes anxiety through acceptance, patience, and inner balance. The study
revealed that the Kazakh concept of time is closely linked to the natural cycle and
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the collective experience of the people. The concepts of zhyl, koktem, and merzim
carry not only calendrical but also spiritual and moral significance. In this context,
a person is not an individual isolated from the world, but a participant in a cosmic
and ancestral movement. It is this characteristic that brings Kazakh philosophy
closer to holistic world systems than to the individualistic concepts of the West.

An ontological analysis of the categories of being and time allows us to
conclude that Kazakh philosophy is built on the idea of proportionality — olshem
— where each element of the universe has its place and purpose. Time and space
do not divide a person, but rather unite them with the world. This philosophical
vision is consistent with the fundamental principles of Eastern metaphysics, which
perceives humans not as subjects opposed to nature, but as meaningful parts of
it. An important result is the identification of the cultural and linguistic aspect of
existential categories. In the Kazakh language, the word «uaqyt» does not have a
strictly physical meaning; it conveys the rhythm of life, an inner sense of movement
and responsibility. Language captures not the external dimension of time, but its
internal fulfillment. Consequently, language itself is the bearer of a philosophy
of existence. This demonstrates the need for an interdisciplinary approach that
integrates philosophy, linguistic culture, and anthropology.

Furthermore, the study revealed that the existential dimension of the Kazakh
worldview shapes a unique mentality, where the most important values are sabyr
(patience), yrys (well-being), kanagat (contentment), and niet (intention). These
categories express not simply moral norms, but ontological states of the human
spirit. They ensure a person’s internal stability in the flow of time, making possible
a harmonious existence without a sense of absurdity. Thus, the results of this
study expand our understanding of philosophical anthropology, demonstrating
that Kazakh thought offers an alternative model of existence, whereby humans
understand themselves not through opposition, but through participation. This
model can serve as a foundation for the development of a contemporary philosophy
of cultural dialogue, fostering an understanding of the complementarity of different
civilizational modes of thought. The practical significance of this study lies in the
potential for its findings to be used in courses in philosophy, cultural studies, and
comparative anthropology, as well as in the development of educational programs
on spiritual and moral education. Understanding time as an existential value
fosters students’ ideological maturity and responsibility for their own existence. In
conclusion, we note that the philosophy of time and human existence in the Kazakh
tradition is not an archaic relic, but rather a living system of meanings capable of
enriching contemporary philosophical knowledge. In an era of globalization and
the loss of spiritual orientation, turning to national philosophies takes on particular
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significance: they restore a sense of roots, inner balance, and spiritual integrity.
This is not only the theoretical but also the humanistic mission of this study.

THE CURRENT PROBLEMS
OF THE PHILOSOPHY OF CONSCIOUSNESS
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This publication provides comprehensive analysis of essential de-
bates and challenges which are characteristic of modern philosophy of
consciousness. The author believes that the cognitive sphere functions
through interaction of the brain, thinking,knowledge,and consciousness
itself.The scientific importance of studying these connections is reliant on
characteristic features of each element which define the boundaries of the
following discipline. The article mentions that analytical para-digm stands
out from the perception of consciousness as an independ-ent substance. It
is mostly described as a conceptual objectification and reification of the
qualities of the subject which is arranged through the method of conscious.
The same position reduces the risks of dualism by targeting the aim of
research at linguistics and functional aspects.

Questions related to the nature of mind and sources of conscious-ness
have accompanied the humanity throughout its history. The retro-spective
aspects of this problem have been considered in this article: from Neolithic
burial practices, which act as early evidence of minimal-ly reflective
thinking and the presence of spiritual beliefs to the philo-sophical systems
of the Modern era.

The particular attention is focused on etymological and conceptual
connection between the concepts of «consciousness» and «conscience.»
The author underlines that in spite of current semantic distinction ,the
emphasis of Reformation era on conscience has played an essential role
as an internal and intimate source of truth in the formation process of
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«inward circulationy. This historical circulation has created the founda-
tion for the contemporary reflexive glance on human «I» and identi-fied
the development vector of Western European thoughts. The final part of
the article examines the psychophysical problem and the diffi-culties which
appear while reduction of mental cases to neurophysio-logical processes of
the brain. The author concludes that the interdisci-plinary approach which
integrates philosophy, cognitive science, and neuroscience is considered
very important for further progress in per-ceiving the phenomenon of
consciousness. The article calls for recon-sideration of classic categories
by taking into account new information on human cognitive architecture.

Introduction

The conceptual apparatus which is associated with «consciousness « largely
coincides with the usage of the term «conscious». The re-searchers differentiate
between the consciousness of the subject and its states, dividing them into types:
from access consciousness to phenom-enal and narrative modes. This phenomenon
is not often considered as a separate substance in analytical philosophy: it appears
as an abstract summary of the qualities which we use in the language. From this
as-pect the «consciousness» of the mental state is only characteristic fea-ture of
it but not the evidence for the existence of particular substance. The degree of
recognition of the reality of consciousness depends on philosophical attitudes
towards universals: are such qualities ( like «tenderness» and «squareness»
considered to be an independent object? However, several modern theories stand
out from this nominalism and suggests that objective element of reality can be
seen in consciousness which resembles electromagnetic radiation not a biological
process of life. After the final decline of vitalism the modern science has stopped
considering «life» as a certain substance which is separated from organ-isms.
In reality we are dealing with the living system ,its functions and evolutionary
processes but however not any mystical « life force» exists which can supplement
the matter. Linguistically, we use the concept of «alive» for describing various
objects, therefore the life has been nomi-nally attributed to them but the status of
independent ontological com-ponent has not been given to them.

Presumably, the interest in the eseence of consciousness has been
simultaneously created with the advent of humanity. Archaeological findings
including Neolithic burials serve as an early evidence of the re-flexive analysis
of human nature.
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Even in illiterate communities, the animistic and spiritual concepts
clearly indicate the efforts of ancient people to understand the phenom-enon of
consciousness and its position in the world [1].

At that time group of researchers have questioned the universality of human
self-consciousness. According to the radical version ( Jaynes 1974), the structure
of the psyche of people in the Homeric period was mainly different from ours:
the feeling of unitary subject of internal ac-tions was not existing in them. In
reinforcing of the theory of scientists ( including, Wilkes 1988) pointed to the
absence of this in the ancient dic-tionary of concepts which is identical to the
current «consciousness». And although the Greek idea deeply entered into the
mental sphere but still there is an open question whether the ancient intellectuals
set the consciousness as a separated object of the study or their investigative
mission was focused on other aspects of human soul.

Materials and methods

Despite the contemporary semantic gap between the categories of
«consciousness» and «conscience», the Reformation emphasis on con-science
as an autonomous criteria of truth has specifically contributed to the creation of
reflexive introspection, which is typical to the people of Modern Era. A clear
example of this is the image of Hamlet (1600) whose outlook is noted as a modern
stamp of self-analysis. By the 17th century, the concept of consciousness became
the foundation of the phi-losophy of mind. From the mid-17th to the end of the
19th century, it was confessed as the quintessence of psychological life. Rene
Descartes has identified the perception through the act of consciousness and noted
in his work « Principles of Philosophy « that perception processes are composed of
everything which we keep consciously in ourselves. Sev-eral decades later John
Locke on his work « Essay Concerning Human Understanding« has developed a
thesis which shows impossibility of thinking without pursuing the feeling. Locke
kept himself away from metaphysical arguments about the substantial nature of
consciousness, however he has strongly considered it as an integral feature of
cognitive activity and personal identity. [ 1, p. 27].

Relying on his mathematical experience in the area of calculation Gottfried
Leibniz has developed the concept of mind on his work « Dis-courses on
metaphysics « (1686) which enables for the infinite grada-tion of cases- from
«small perceptions» unconscious perceptions to the highest forms of awareness. He
became dominant in differentiation be-tween perception and apperception, which
actually divides simple per-ception and self- consciousness. In his « Monadology»
the philosopher suggested the notable illustration with the mill, which proves
the im-possibility of reduction of consciousness to the matter. He suggested that
the journey can be imagined within the extensive brain which is corresponding
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to the inspection mechanisms of the mill: the inspector can see the movement
of the details but can not detect core of this. In spite of these ideas, over the last
two hundred years the concepts of thinking and the consciousness have remained
practically the same. The representatives of the associative psychology (from
Hume to James Mill) have searched for the laws of exchange of ideas within the
con-scious field. Only John Stuart Mill later complemented the ideas by suggesting
that the synthesis process of mental elements can create rela-tively new effects
which can result in creation of prototype of the emergence theory in the psyche
philosophy [2]. A critical considera-tion of associationism at the end of the 18th
century was launched by Immanuel Kant (1787). He emphasized that a more
complex mental and intentional architecture is required in order to understand
nature of ex-perience and phenomenal awareness. From the perspective of Kant,
the consciousness of the subject is not decreased with the mechanical chains of
the associations: it represents complete experience of «I» it integrates objective
reality which is composed of space, time categories and causal connections
[3, p- 72]. At that time the associationism maintained its dominating position in
the Anglo- American traditions until the begin-ning of the 20th century , European
philosophical thoughts were fo-cused on studying the global structure of human
experience. It triggered the development of phenomenology in the works of
E. Husserl (1913), M. Heidegger (1927) and M. Merleau-Ponty (1945), who added
social, bodily and intersubjective dimensions to the sphere of analysis of con-
sciousness. The current research covers historical-philosophical and qualitative
approaches for the analysis of the consciousness concepts and its evolution. Its
main sources were philosophical texts which came from ancient times to the middle
ages and were also included in the works of including works by René Descartes,
John Locke, Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz and Immanuel Kant. Works on the history
of psychol-ogy from the 19th and 20th centuries (Wundt, James, Titchener) and
modern studies of consciousness (Chalmers, Dennett, Baars, Penrose) have
been also used . Besides that, it also contained ethnographic and archaeological
sources which testified the early forms of reflexive think-ing and ideas related to
consciousness including Neolithic burial prac-tices and pre-literate cultures. The
investigative methods contained comparative analysis of consciousness concepts
from historical view-point , philosophical reconstruction and its evolution and
also systemi-zation of modern theories of phenomenal, cognitive and reflexive
con-sciousness. This mechanism enables in order to identify the develop-ment
role of conceptual apparatus and modern status of scientific and philosophical
study of consciousness.
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Results and discussion

At the beginning of experimental psychology which was in the mid of 19th
century the mental sphere was practically affiliated with the con-sciousness. During
this period of time the introspection approach was mostly prevailing in the works of
W. Wundt (1897), G. Helmholtz (1897), W. James (1890) and E. Titchener (1901).
At the same time the psychophysical problem was remaining unclear and this point
was mentioned by T.H. Huxley when comparing the emergence of con-sciousness
from neural activity to the miraculous appearance of the ge-nie from Aladdin’s
lamp (1866). With the approach of the 20th century behaviorism (Watson,
Skinner) became dominant specifically in the American science and it almost led
to the removal of the consciousness from the academic field with exception to
European Gestalt psycholo-gy (K&hler, Koffka), who were so passionate about
this. In the 1960s the revolution has weakened the influence of behaviorism
and the focus was changed into modeling information processing. However the
essen-tial issues of consciousness remained out of access until the end of cen-tury
[4, p. 245]. A powerful renaissance took place in the 1980s and 1990s which
resulted in the beginning of interdisciplinary research (Chalmers, Dennett,
Penrose, etc.) As a result of this specialized scien-tific societies (ASSC) were
formed along with specialized periodicals and constant conferences started taking
place. The most complex prob-lem of consciousness is — the problem of experience
which explains how our brain can integrate all connections between physical
processes and experience, how and why these physical systems are specifically
meant for object of our experience. How the feelings get peculiarities like colour
and taste. Chalmers compares difficult problems with the « easy problems» ,
explaining the abilities to differentiate, integrate in-formation, notify about mental
situations, focusing attention and etc. Irrespective of how complicated and poorly
understood they can be, they can fully coincide with the modern materialistic
concept of natural phenomena-the problem of experience stands out from this
set and will be maintained even when completion of all applied functions is ex-
plained [4, p. 182].

Understanding the roles , which play physical procedures in creat-ing
consciousness and the levels in which these methods make our sub-jective
quality of experience, could provide an answer to these compli-cated problems
of consciousness. In order to understand the conscious-ness fully it is required to
solve several questions of them. Questions that it includes but are not restricted
to, whether consciousness can be fully identified in physical terms- such as
the the combination of neural processes in the brain. Concluding from this, if
consciousness can not be solely explained through physical developments in
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the brain, then it should exceed the potentials of physical systems and requires
explana-tion through non-physical tools.

For philosophers who insist that the consciousness contains non-physical
nature, they are constantly facing the same question that what is the external to
the physical theory which is required for the explana-tion of the consciousness
5, p- 124].The complicated problem for the definition of the consciousness is that,
how our brain combines the connection between physical emotions and experience
( our reaction to the blow or kick and our reaction to this physical emotion) —
and easy problems are connected to the belief in awareness , capability( being
wakefulness and vigilance) obtaining the information and acting in ac-cordance
with the information.

The easy problems of the consciousness stand out from the difficult ones and
in fact the easy problems are definite ( in terms of that they enable the subject to
complete the action) and at that time the difficult problems are not certain

What combines all of these definable situations so they have all something
that it is similar to be in them. The difficult problems are compared with the
easy ones: in definition how the brain combines the information, divides and
differentiates the stimulus of the surrounding environment and focuses the
attention. The easy problems of the con-sciousness also contain the distinction
between wakefulness and sleep, deliberate control of behaviour, distinction of the
mental states and ca-pability of the system for gaining access to our inner state.
All of these are considered to be states of experience [6, p. 245].

In this fundamental sense of consciousness the organism is consid-ered to be
conscious if there is something that it is similar to be in the organism, the mental
situation is considered conscious if there is some-thing that it is similar to be in
that situation.

The easy problems are easy because everything which is needed for their
solution, — is just indicating the mechanism which can complete the relevant
functions.

These emotions are functionally definable. If ( or when) we can ex-plain, how
the brain operates for the integration of information, then we can resolve these
easy problems ,because they concern the definition of mechanisms that explains
how functions are accomplished.

In explanation of that, how the functions are operated when experi-ence is
connected with variety of functions, and still a lot of questions are remaining
without response — why is their completion reliant on ex-perience and why there
exists only one type of experience not another.
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Again, the example of feeling pain which is against delight or laughter-
connection between these brain procedures and experience and why they are
connected with experience and it will be left at all without response.

The detection of neural correlations of consciousness and their ex-isting
factors can remain as complicated and unanswered problem. [7, p. 29].

Historical analysis has indicated that in the past there was not any phrase that
directly coincided with the modern concept of « conscious-ness «. But however
the questions like internal mental procedures and status of subjects were already
discussed at that time. During the Reformation Period ,the word conscience was
known to be as the do-mestic source of truth and it significantly created the path
for the emer-gence of contemporary

Reflective understanding of «I».

During the XVII-XIX centuries the word consciousness became the focal
concept in philosophy and psychology. Descartes has identified the consciousness
through perception and reflective self- awareness. Lock has underlined the
importance of subjective emotions for think-ing,Leibniz was the first one to
discover the existence of unconscious elements and he had differentiated between
the perception and apper-ception [9]. Kant confirmed that the phenomenal
consciousness can not be decreased and it requires structure of subjective
experience, including spacial, temporary and causal relationships.

In the 20th century the scientific psychology restricted the education of
consciousness for a specific period of time especially within the framework
of behaviorism which focused the attention on observable behaviour. The
development of cognitive psychology resulted in reviv-ing and creation of interest
again and it was aimed at information pro-cessing and modelling internal mental
processes. Contemporary ap-proaches differentiate between the complex problems
of consciousness and it gives explanations that how physical procedures create
subjec-tive experience and the « easy « problems are linked with the functional
integration of information and behavior [10].

Chalmers has suggested the principles of organizational invariance and
structural coherence and consciousness has been described as func-tionally
organized procedure and it also defines subjective experience.

The analysis of philosophical and cognitive concepts indicates that
consciousness can be considered as a quality of mental situation not as a separated
substance. There is a difference between phenomenal, nar-rative, reflective
and access consciousness and each type of it reflects various aspects of mental
experience.
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The contemporary science is inclined towards pluralistic approach which
takes into consideration cognitive, functional, representational and high aspects
of consciousness and it also combines various theoret-ical models.

Conclusions

There is not still a solution for the complex problem of conscious-ness but
Chalmers has suggested to « solve» the hard problem of con-sciousness ( how
emotions gain characteristic features) and offered a speculative theory of structural
coherence and organizational invariance to do this.

The hard problem of consciousness is a matter of description and offering
a solution doesn’t mean explanation of this.

The objective of Chalmers was separating difficult problem from the easy
one and confirmed that reductive methods are unable to under-stand the most
complicated parts of the problem and wanted to give non-reductive explanation
to naturalistic description of consciousness.

His proposal consisted of several ideas for resolving the issue — in-cluding
accepting experience alongside with space, time, charge and a mass as a main
peculiarities of the world: and naturalistic dualism. Chalmers has noted in his
principle of organizational invariance that every two systems which contains close-
grained functional organiza-tion will have the same qualitative experiences. The
principle of struc-tural consistency has several aspects — it follows from it that the
subject of awareness, given the consistency between awareness and conscious-
ness, will be a link with conscious experience.

Awareness is clearly a functional concept and has cognitively available
information; there is also a direct coincidence between con-sciousness and
awareness, and this is the principle of structural coher-ence [8].

Attaining to a comprehensive perception of the nature of con-sciousness
will probably require the usage of a multidisciplinary com-bination of theories.
It is proper and logical to be reliant on a whole range of models, each is aimed at
particular dimensions of this phe-nomenon: from biological and neural foundations
to cognitive, func-tional and representational mechanisms. On the contrary any
single conceptual framework will be able to fully explain the diversity of fea-tures
of consciousness that need scientific analysis.

First of all , consciousness must be considered as a multi-layered property
of mental states. The historical context describes that the un-derstanding of
consciousness has emerged from symbolic and religious concepts to philosophical
and scientific models that take into consider-ation both the functional and
subjective aspects of experience.

Secondly, the difference between easy and hard problems of con-sciousness
proves the requirement for an interdisciplinary method: functional and cognitive
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mechanisms can be explained through neuro-science and psychology, whereas
phenomenal experience requires addi-tional philosophical and theoretical concepts.

The analysis demonstrates that modern theories, including organiza-tional
invariance and structural coherence enable the development of naturalistic models
of consciousness that connect subjective experience to the functional organization
of systems. This demonstrates the poten-tial of integrating philosophical and
empirical methods in order to give the explanation of the nature of consciousness.

Finally, the synthesis of ancient and modern data shows the re-quirement for
a comprehensive and pluralistic method for the study of consciousness. Only by
combining neurophysiological, cognitive, philo-sophical, and cultural aspects can
we approach a comprehensive under-standing of consciousness as and fundamental
feature of the psyche and human experience. This method reveals the prospect for
the subsequent growth of scientific models and practical research which is aimed
at explaining the relationship between brain processes, functional mecha-nisms,
and subjective experiences.

NATIONAL IDENTITY AND ETHICAL DILEMMAS: SPIRITUAL
CULTURAL CONTEXT IN THE WORKS OF MUKHTAR MAGAUIN

This article analyzes national identity and ethical dilemmas in the
works of Mukhtar Maghauin from a philosophical perspective and within
the context of spiritual culture.

Introduction

If we begin our article with the analysis of the concept of history, the word
history appears in two meanings in the scientific and educational literature. The
first one is the past period of human beings inhabiting the earth, and the second one
is a story about past events belonging to the narrative genre. Sometimes it can be
a fictional story. So, in the first sense, the term history means the path of mankind
since its origin, the totality of his actions, and it also means knowledge about the
past time. Therefore, it is synonymous with the words historical consciousness
and historical memory.

If we purposefully study the events of the past, learn them from a critical
point of view, place and systematize the events according to the time of their
occurrence, so from this place, the historical knowledge or science of history is
formed. With the formation and development of public consciousness, historical
knowledge also began to form in the early stages. Its emergence was connected
with two needs. First, to define its present by relying on the experience of the past,
and secondly, to leave a memory about it-self to the next generation.

If we talk about the problem of historical memory and historical consciousness,
then we should first talk about the nature of consciousness. The human being
differs from other living beings in that he has consciousness. With the power of
consciousness, a person can act purposefully, report on what he did yesterday and
plan what he will do tomorrow. He has the ability to regulate his behavior, describe
his actions, and express his thoughts. All these activities are ultimately realized
as a result of the activity of the mind. Historical memory is the ability of a person
to remember his past journeys and events through this consciousness. Therefore,
memory is a conscious attitude of a person to his past, a characteristic necessary
for him to distinguish himself from others and to define himself. While living, a
person remembers every event, reflects on it, and forms life experience. Memory
expands a person’s understanding of the world around him. A person who has lost
his memory loses the ability to recognize himself and the ability to distinguish
himself from others. Thus, history» turns out to be a field of human knowledge
that establishes, classifies and explains the evidence of events that happened to
people during the long and difficult development of countries and peoples.

Now, as to the philosophical interpretations of the term «history», they are far
from the views familiar to most historians. In the works of Herder, Hegel, Weber,
Jaspers, Aron and other thinkers, the concept of history was used in connection
with the main categories of social philosophy, in order to reveal the meaning and
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specificity of social life, and specific forms of social development. Therefore, the
concept of history is often used as a synonym for the concept of society.

Philosophy of history is a philosophy of explaining and understanding the
history. The philosophy of history is a branch of philosophy designed to answer
questions about the objective laws and spiritual and moral meaning of the historical
process, ways of realizing the important forces of people in history, and the
possibilities of gaining universal human integrity.

Materials and Methods

The philosophy of history studies the logic of the development of human
society, the unity and multidimensionality of the historical process, the problems
of social determinism, and establishes the truth or reliability of historical facts and
events. Also, the philosophy of history includes questions about the possibility,
meaning and boundaries of historical knowledge, in particular, the science of
history.

It is known that the French educator Voltaire introduced the term «philosophy
of history» into scientific circulation, but the German teacher Johann Gottfried
Herder raised the question of the existence of general laws of historical development
and developed the term «philosophy of history» in the modern sense in his work
Ideas of the philosophy of human history.

History, wrote Voltaire, is the transmission of facts presented as truth, as
opposed to myth, which is a statement of false facts. Over time, the fairy tale
spreads and the truth disappears, so the origin of each people is meaningless. There
is only one way to learn something from ancient history with certainty, and that is
to look at a few monuments, if they have survived. Voltaire took history not about
individuals, but rather about the experiences of peoples, and their traditions, laws,
found it correct to consider opinions, trade-financial relations and agriculture.

Herder’s philosophy of history is based on the idea that mankind naturally
comes to humanism in its development by using the powers given to mankind
to improve the mind and morality and to positively affect each other. Historical
development has the character of prosperity, it is carried out not directly, but
indirectly, through the ages, and there are great nations that carry it (Egypt, Persia,
Greece, Rome, European nations).

The philosophy of history, according to Hegel, is based on thought. Based
on his fundamental thesis about the supremacy of reason in the world, Hegel
emphasizes that the world-historical process is carried out in a rational way.
Philosophy of history shows that history should be treated as it is, it should study
facts and events and not allow history to be invented. Hegel demands to be guided
by the principle of development in the philosophical analysis of world history. The
historical process is always dialectical in nature, therefore it should be considered
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from a dialectical point of view and shown in movement and development.
G. Hegel: «History begins at the time when reasonableness begins to be realized in
the world, not at the time when it is still only a possibility in itself, at which time
it manifests itself in consciousness, will to action [1, p. 108]. Since philosophy
considers the entire human race as a whole, unified organism, it also considers
human history as a unified world history. There are several typologies of philosophy
of history. The first is called ontological philosophy of history. Ontological
philosophy of history examines the essence of the historical process, its content,
driving forces, analyzes the division of the historical process into stages, studies
the peculiarities of historical space and time, determines whether history has a
purpose and meaning, and is engaged in determining the ratio of progress and
regression in the historical process.

The philosophy of reflective history deals with the understanding of the
cognitive feature of history. That is, it defines the features and limits of historical
research, defines its conceptual framework and methodology, reveals the
relationship between interpretation and understanding in historical knowledge,
determines the relationship between historical determinism and the will of people
who create history. Ultimately, a full-fledged philosophy of history should be a
synthesis of both directions and should solve all of the above-mentioned problems.
In accordance with the requirements of the times, in the 20th century, especially
during and after the Second World War, it can be observed that the philosophy
of reflective history began to dominate.

In addition, several systems of philosophy of history have been formed
according to other typologies, which are of the nature of explaining the driving
forces of the historical process. They are:

— Theological philosophy of history, widespread in the Middle Ages, believes
that God is the driving force of history, and considers history as a scenario written
in advance by God.

—Metaphysical philosophy of history considers a transcendent law or destiny
as the driving force of history.

—Idealist philosophy of history considers ideas or the spiritual life of a person
to be the driving force of history.

— Naturalist philosophy of history considers human nature in the quality of
driving forces.

— Materialist-economic philosophy of history believes that the driving forces
of history are economic relations.

Research Methodology

In the study of the topic, the article takes freedom as a problem of the
philosophy of history, and attempts to reveal the nature of freedom from the

The historical method was also used to solve the problem of freedom. The
historical method allows determination and comparison of the levels in the
development of the object under study, to determine the changes that have occurred,
and to determine the trends in the development of the phenomenon. Among the
various forms of historical method, the comparative method was used as a general
method of knowledge, with the help of which an attempt was made to reveal the
nature of freedom. The concept of «Freedom» in the history of philosophical
thought from ancient times to modern times was studied by the representatives
of different philosophical schools using the deductive method, the problem of
freedom was studied within the framework of individual thoughts and social
thought at the level of society. The importance of social, economic, political, and
religious freedom for society and for an individual was systematically analyzed
from the point of view of wise thinkers who lived in different historical periods.

Discussion and Results

If we consider the issue of man and his freedom in history, man is the result of
a long evolutionary development of the natural environment. Even so, he created
the world in which he lives and exists. Because the nature of the environment,
full of uncertainties, events and dangers, was waiting for him. Man’s advantage
over other living beings is that he creates a cultural world with its own logic and
mechanism of development, which is not at all similar to it, and does not obey it
directly. Society is the result of human being able to continuously develop and
adapt to nature. Interaction of people with each other, self-behavior, management,
organizational behavior and skills are reflected in social relations. From this point
of view, society can be considered as a way of human existence.

The human problem in history is a problem that worries various scientists.
First of all, we should say that when every person is born, he is born in a place
where his history has been formed, and of course the nation, country, state in which
he was born will have its own history. A person not only learns that history, but
becomes a creator of that history.

After all, the human problem is a problem considered in the ancient world.
Socrates, who revealed the mission of people when they were born, lived, and in
other words, in history, said «All people try to act for some kind of good intention»
[2, p. 21] the Sophist Protagoras clearly said: «Man is the measure of all things
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that are in life and what are not in life» [2, p. 17]. For Aristotle, human in history
is a political animal. Instinctively, people seek to live together. According to him,
a state is born when people work together for a better life. Thus, several families
form one village, and a state is formed from such a village. This is how Athena
once appeared. But in ancient Greece, one city lived as one state. The state is an
organization above the family and the individual. And the good and perfection of
an individual depends on the society in which he lives. So, if you want to create
a perfect citizen, then you need to create a good state. Aristotle combines the
problem of the state with individuality and voluntariness, slaves cannot be citizens
of the state [3, p. 93]. Thucydides, who was distinguished by the fact that he was
able to write history while seeing it with his eyes, attached great importance to
the study of human nature in history, and believed that his work would be useful
for future generations.

While creating portraits of historical figures, he describes the person as
follows. «Regardless of tribe, clan, gender and age, there are a number of common
features of human existence: the desire for freedom, selfishness, envy, revenge,
cruelty, false beliefs, the desire to dominate others. Human beings are always
selfish. It develops according to a person’s age. The characteristic of human
nature to exploit those around them (the strong always dominates the weak) is a
psychological principle of history established by Thucydides is [4, p. 55]. As K.
Marx once said, people create history themselves, they are both actors and authors
of their own world historical drama. K. Marx said, the results of the actions of
the previous generation are objectified and justified as a prerequisite for the next
generation. Thus K. Marx laid the foundation for the materialist understanding
of history.

A materialist approach to history excludes everything transcendental,
supernatural, and unhistorical. According to K. Marx, the social relations formed
during the establishment of a new society give rise to the active creative activity
of a person, as a result of which not only the surrounding environment changes,
but also the people themselves change, develop comprehensively, flourish and
bring out their inner natural talents. He gives such a future social situation with
the concept of communism [5, p. 245].

Michel Foucault, whose works are sought after by people in the USA, Japan,
Australia and Europe, is considered a modern historian. He is a thinker who
thinks through history. History and the historical discipline are very important
for Foucault’s work.

According to Foucault, the human subject does not represent any primordial
condition of creation, the actions he performs and the meanings he gives birth
to are socially determined. All human activity has a social reason. Modern man,
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even if he thinks he is free, cannot feel himself fundamentally free when he tries to
realize this freedom. A person is faced with the need to feel himself as a socially
defined being, therefore, he believes that the full meaning of his existence, i.e., it
is impossible to be determined who he is at the present moment. In M. Foucault’s
concept, knowledge-power is the only means of changing a person’s life, and
the recourse to the «swordy takes place at the levels of biohistory and biopower
of social development. M. Foucault analyzes these ontological conditions of the
occurrence of events in terms of separation, limit, sign, system, structure, episteme,
discursive experience, linguistic events [6, p. 385]. The famous German thinker
Max Scheler, one of the founders of modern philosophical anthropology, says this.
Human is so vast and diverse, with so many facets, that it is not surprising that the
definitions given to him seem to be invalid, unable to reveal the essence of man.

The objectively conditioned interest in public life, in man, which contains the
secrets of the world, inevitably indicates an increase in anthropological interest. In
fact, this interest, according to M. Scheler, gave rise to philosophical anthropology
and became the worldview basis of all knowledge about man and society [7, p. 75].
According to Scheler, a person is a living being, whose countless features make
him close and related to animals. And this affinity is so great that for thousands of
years man has sought new formulas to distinguish himself from the animal. The
desire to separate man and animals accelerated the development of philosophical
anthropology. An animal can run away from a person, but it does not distinguish
between itself and us. As for man, he tirelessly tries to distinguish himself from
nature by drawing a border between man and animal. He constantly strives to
define himself. If we say that consciousness is the main factor that separates man
from the animal world, the second factor that is not inferior to it is human freedom.

The issue of freedom is one of the most important and complex issues that
has been troubling many thinkers in the centuries-old history of mankind. The
concept of freedom itself sometimes contains the most unexpected content, this
concept is very multifaceted, extensive, historically changing and contradictory.
This is a global human problem, because it is a condition for the existence of the
human race. Therefore, it is one of the universal values. However, even the thinkers
who inhabited the earth in different periods believed that freedom is not absolute.

The deep essence of a person is connected with his freedom, that is, freedom
is the deep value of human existence. It is the uniqueness of the human name. All
living animals have no desire for freedom. Even the animals that are considered
to be the closest to humans do not exist either in their way of life or in their
biological structure. «That is, not every animal has its own choice. Man chooses
his own path. He creates his own goals, interests, values, chooses or does not
choose. They may or may not keep their lifestyles. It depends on his will» [8, p.
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9]. Freedom, as one of the main philosophical categories, describes the essence
of a person and his being. In the history of philosophical thought, this concept
has undergone a long evolution. It is subject to interpretations such as negative
freedom and correct freedom.

The multifaceted debates about freedom address a number of broad themes,
among which include how freedom relates to other values such as equality, freedom
and determinism, freedom and moral responsibility, and the nature of freedom
itself, as expressed in the difference between positive and negative liberty [9, p.
85]. If we start from ancient historical thought, in Ancient Greece, the concept
of freedom was more social than individual. Therefore, it has a social meaning, a
general meaning. Plato propagated the idea that a free person can be a person who
serves the common good. As we can see from his later dialogues, he emphasizes
that the highest form of freedom is friendship and that it is realized in the perfect
society of the polis. His teacher, Socrates, also supported the idea that freedom is
the goodness and the ability to strive for goodness. Later, in his teaching, Aristotle
rose above the framework of polis thinking and left a definition that independence
is the achievement of happiness by human being able to guide his will and freedom.

After the collapse of the Greek polis system in the 4th century, the concept of
freedom began to be used in connection with the individual, not the society. In the
philosophy of the Stoics, the freedom of the individual begins with his resistance
to fate with reason and will. The wise Epictetus, a representative of this direction,
understood freedom as a person’s own desire: Freedom is independence of thought
[10]. But at the same time, he emphasized the need to do God’s will. This is the
dialectical understanding of freedom in stoicism. It means not to be attached to
earthly wealth, not to strive for office and power, to consider fame as a temporary
world, to rise above sensual needs. In the Buddhist tradition, every living being has
the ability to discover the freedom of the mind, which comes from Buddha nature.
The factors that limit the freedom of the mind include hatred, greed, ignorance,
delusion, and selfishness. If a being confines his mind to these things, he lives in
samsara - the world of interconnected cause and effect.

The concept of freedom in Buddhism is related to the concept of nirvana
(Sanskrit, literally - extinction), a central concept of Buddhism. Nirvana is the
liberation of the soul, the non-torture of the soul. Nirvana is the highest state of
human spiritual aspiration, the ultimate goal. In Buddhist texts, nirvana is described
as something inscrutable, ineffable, essentially a state of inner completeness and
absolute detachment from outer existence.

The meaning of nirvana is that it places man on the other side of necessity, and
in this sense nirvana is equal to freedom. However, in nirvana, only the negative
side of freedom is revealed to us, i.e., freedom is perceived as the denial of any
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dependence. Denying the earthly material world, not being attached to the world,
enjoying earthly pleasures, wealth, power, etc. to be independent. Of course,
being so independent is tantamount to denying them. In the Middle Ages, with
the development of Christian ideas, the concept of freedom began to change. It
has become the most important question about understanding the nature of God.
Philo of Alexandria, a representative of Jewish Hellenism, believed that only God
could be free, and that man should only obey his will.

A. Augustine is a Christian theologian and philosopher, an outstanding
preacher, bishop of Hippo and one of the fathers of the Christian Church, a
philosopher of the Patristic period. A. Augustin was known as the Teacher of the
West as an expert on Christian theology. Augustine’s doctrine of freedom is related
to the concept of original sin. Augustine argued that original sin the first man’s
violation of his vow to God - was an act of free will. Ever since men committed
this sin, man’s will is forever bound by this sin.

Thus, according to Augustine, God is the ultimate, determining force in
history. Everything is subject to the will of God, (God no longer appears as
an abstract entity as in Plotinus’ philosophy) God’s will determines the entire
development of humanity, the Christian God is the creator and giver.

According to Augustine, before man was born his actions, behavior and
others are determined by the will of God. It can be aimed at a known good (even
if the person is not worthy of it) or suffering (even if the person is innocent).
When God created the world, he introduced the beginnings of all kinds of things
and allowed them to evolve. Human history also obeys these laws. The basis of
the development of history is the self-confidence of the human mind (the basis
of this belief is God) and the cognitive power of love for God. Guided by this
understanding, Augustine argues that human history is the result of the struggle
of two kingdoms against each other. They are: the struggle between God against
God, the pleasures of everyday life, and the kingdom of God. When Augustine
says the kingdom of God, he means its earthly representative, the Roman Church.
Since the church speaks on behalf of the kingdom of God, the people on earth
must also obey it. But people do not want to obey and create evil. According to
A. Augustine, evil does not come from God, but from people themselves. And the
cause of all problems lies in people’s freedom of choice and people’s inability to
control that freedom. A person will be saved on the Day of Judgment only when
he fulfills his moral duty.

Summarizing A. Augustine’s thoughts on freedom, evil is the result of a
person’s extensive use of his freedom. Therefore, God also gave man free will. A
person can choose the circumstances of his life according to his will, be it good or
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bad. But man is responsible for each of these free actions. Therefore, along with
freedom, God gives man a great responsibility.

According to the dogmas of Islam, God determines the destiny of every
person before he is born. After such an understanding, the question of human
free will itself gives rise to conflicting opinions. Because God is the sole cause of
human actions. It is known that in the 7th-12th centuries, the Mu’tazilites settled
the dispute between the «Jabrites», who fully recognize the will of God, and the
Qadarites, who claim that man is given the opportunity to act according to his will,
and for that, place responsibility on the person. They proclaimed the freedom of
human freedom and that man is responsible for his own actions.

Khoja Ahmet Yassawi, who recognized and implemented the conditions of
Islam, believed in the truth of God and the prophet. God has allowed his people
to recognize him. A person who has no will or whose will is limited only by faith
will not know how to recognize the miracle of God. If a person does not have a
will, then on the Day of Judgment, a person would not be held accountable for his
actions. So, in the understanding of Yassawi, a person is free to know and love God
and it is a necessary condition for a person’s self-knowledge [11, p. 275]. So, why
a person needs will, it is necessary to know God, otherwise, without knowledge,
only faith would have been established. And knowing God begins with humanity.

During the Renaissance, the focus was not on religion and biblical texts, but
on man himself. Pico della Mirandola believed that humans have a God-given
free will. Thanks to this, a person can change the world and society for the better.

German philosopher Georg Hegel believed that freedom is the basic principle
of human existence. Freedom is the result of the activity of the spirit. Moreover,
the more freedom there is, the deeper the uncertainty. Thus, after one free choice,
a man wonders why he did not choose another path. Because of this, a person is
never satisfied because he always thinks that another scenario could be better.
Friedrich Nietzsche introduced such basic concepts as will to life and will to
power. It describes the will to power as the driving force in people to improve life.

Abai Kunanbayev did not consider man as a product of nature with his
physical structure, he considered man as a product of God’s creative activity.
He explains that he created man through his love. Abai believed that a person
creates and decides his own destiny [12, p. 124]. That’s why he said that God is
the creator and not the blesser, so bless yourself, and said that a person is free to
create his own future.

It can be noted that Marx was one of the first to understand that the institution
of private property is one of the main factors that ensure relative freedom and
equality for people in the capitalist society in which he lived. Marx said that the
development of capitalism based on private property with its free market paves the
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way for the development of all democratic freedoms. But he thought that private
property should simply be abolished so that those without private property could
also enjoy freedom. Therefore, they probably could not predict that after the
establishment of public property, people would become dependent on the state
rather than on the owners.

We can say that representatives of existentialism opened the way to a new
understanding of freedom. For them, freedom cannot be separated from the person
himself, his immanence. Jean-Paul Sartre believed that Man is a free soul, or
he cannot remain a man without freedom. Freedom brings great responsibility
to a person. Therefore, it shows that existentialists agree with A. Augustine’s
idea that responsibility goes hand in hand with freedom. European philosopher
Fichte paid special attention to the problem of freedom. He emphasized that real
freedom exists in society. Ermela Hoxha, a scientist who studied the scientist’s
thoughts on freedom, wrote: Freedom can not be realized in the hood but, in
social phenomena, in the nature of human society. The study shows that one of
the basic tasks of philosophy is to provide rational guidelines therefore, ends to
be appropriate for a free society and in harmony with each other [13, p. 38]. The
idea of freedom analyzed by Fichte pointed out that it brings humanity to a society
based on harmony.

And now there are several ways to ensure freedom in modern developed
society. In today’s developed society, the ability to free a person from various
norms and rules that limit his daily activities and allow him to create his own life
depends on factors other than private property. In particular, first of all, individual
and group free enterprise and free market.

At the same time, in a developed society, it is very important to strive to
provide equal opportunities to every member of the society, regardless of which
group or class a person belongs to. In such a society, a person’s well-being and
enrichment, so to speak, moving to the upper layers of the social pyramid, should
depend not on his initial position, but primarily on his efforts, degree of diligence,
business, effective action, sharpness, ability to make decisions and other qualities.

Of course, the society that paved the way for personal enrichment and
provided entrepreneurship was not immediately established. The idea originated
in the trading cities of northern Italy and then spread along the trade routes through
France and southwestern Germany to the Netherlands and the British Isles. At
the beginning of the 18th century, this idea gained strength and began to spread
again to North America and Central Europe. Liberation of the individual from
political and socio-economic restrictions formed the general direction of public
life in this period. The spread of the ideology of freedom was accompanied by a
sharp increase in economic activity and a sharp development of science.
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The concept of liberalism, which began to develop in the 19th century,
was armed and developed with the basic idea of the value and equality of the
human person. Liberalism was the ideological and political manifestation of that
individualistic worldview and glorified the autonomy of the individual, the freedom
of the human mind, and the goodness and improvement inherent in human nature.
Therefore, the freedom of the individual is considered as an important condition
for the development of the society. Liberalism emphasized the need to ensure
economic freedom before intellectual, social, political and religious freedom.

Freedom and human rights are realized only in the context of «state’s rights»
if the state recognizes the personal sovereignty of each individual. It is known
that in the history of Russia, people’s social life has always been centered around
government and society. The individual was ignored in them and the freedom of
the individual was given to him by authority and he was limited, even destroyed.
In the history of Russia, there have been no mass movements for human rights.
Communism and cathedral ideas in Russia promoted public interest over individual
interest. The Bolsheviks took advantage of this and decided that the individual
should serve the public interest, subordinating the individual to the collective.
Even a person’s inner choice, religious tastes, and national identity have been
sacrificed for the public good.

Alash intellectuals believed that the problem of human freedom and liberty
in Kazakhstan, which was dependent on Russia, could only be solved by the
country’s independence. The desire to create an independent «Kazakh Nation»
was manifested in the form of Kazakh education and Kazakh nationalism at
the beginning of the last century. But the history of Kazakh education was not
without external pressure like European education. Representatives of Kazakh
education soon became victims of repression. The journey and historical affairs
of its representatives, such as A. Bokeikhanov, A. Baitursynov, M. Dulatov,
Zh. Aimauytov, M. Zhumabayev over the course of 20-30 years cannot help but
surprise any intelligent person. They were able to form the ideology of national
liberation and actively take steps to create national statehood. Such sympathy
for the nation, that is, nationalism, was a common phenomenon not only in the
Kazakh society, but also in all colonial countries. That’s probably why J. Nehru
pointed out that «in this historical period, nationalism was a progressive force
that dominated all Asian countries» [14, p. 182]. As we have seen, in a society
that glorifies individualism and is based on private property, the independence
of a person and the human rights associated with it are considered to be the main
indicator of the level of development of society. And in a society based on public
property, the individual is absorbed into the society along with his free will.
And the issue of autonomy and individual rights is perceived as a direct attack
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on the basis of society. If individualism glorifies the free person, collectivism
(community) denies it.

The terms Human Rights and Human Freedoms are often used inter change
ably. From a legal point of view, it is difficult to define a clear border between
them in terms of the normative approval of human rights and freedoms, as well
as the system of their protection and implementation mechanism. That’s why S.
Montesquieu pointed out: By freedom we mean the right to do all the things allowed
by the law. The distinction between human rights and freedoms can be made only
from the point of view of power in the relationship between an individual and the
state. Human rights are the possibilities, powers and potentials of human action
established and guaranteed by the state in a certain area specified by law.

Rights determine the field and direction of an individual’s activity, and the
state is obliged to ensure and protect the legal actions of a person in the field
specified by law. There is no choice, i.e., something that is dictated by law. You
may or may not exercise this right, but it is not mandatory. For example, everyone
has the right to life unconditionally or necessarily, i.e., it is an inalienable right.
Conversely, in a state where the death penalty is constitutionally permitted, the
right to life is used to define the range of crimes that may be punished by death.
However, there are cases where some people voluntarily give up this right, that
is, the right to life. Especially it is taking place in a number of countries of the
world where euthanasia is allowed.

Human freedoms are areas of his activity that should not be interfered with
by the state. It only defines the boundaries of the territory in which a person acts
according to his own choice and desire with the help of legal norms. The state
should not only refrain from interfering with the guaranteed freedoms, but also
ensure the protection of the boundaries of freedoms from encroachment by others.
It legally protects human freedom and at the same time limits the excesses of
permissible freedoms. For example, in democratic states, the state does not interfere
with the religious beliefs of individuals. This is a person’s freedom of conscience,
freedom of choice. However, the state is free to enact laws restricting freedom of
conscience only in order to ensure respect for the rights and freedoms of others
and to satisfy the just requirements of virtue, public order and general welfare.
As an example, we mention the problems of limiting or banning the activity of
some religious sects.

We can mention three generations of human rights. They are: personal
freedoms of a person, socio-economic rights of a person and the right to live
and live in a normal environment. «Personal freedoms of a person, his civil and
political rights began to take place in European and American political and legal
thought of the 18th century» Universal Declaration of Human Rights [15] which
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is the first document of the UN. Social and economic rights of citizens became
international as a result of compromise between socialist and capitalist states.
Western European countries began to strengthen the right to work since they began
to constitutionally describe their states as social. In Europe, the birthplace of the
theory of natural, inalienable human rights, all groups of rights are now legally
recognized: civil, political, economic, social and cultural rights. In the 80s, the
UN developed documents on the rights of minorities and peoples. In general, the
UN has adopted about 70 international documents in the field of human rights.
Clarifying the exact classification of human rights and freedoms under the current
Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan is a difficult task. The list of rights
and freedoms guaranteed by the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan
corresponds to generally accepted standards and the scheme of international
agreements adopted by the UN.

Conclusion

At first glance, the freedom of a citizen of a developed democratic society
seems to be unlimited. However, he is expected to bear the brunt of any decision
he makes using his freedom, because the decision itself will undoubtedly change
his life. In this sense, freedom is like the steering wheel of a car, which can be
turned too sharply and at any moment threatens to end up on the side or even
die. Modern man does not have unlimited freedom. If we say that freedom is the
ability of a person to act according to his personal interests and capabilities, to
realize his wishes, but no person is free to choose the objective conditions of his
life as he wishes. For example, a civilian resident of Ukraine did not want a war
between Ukraine and Russia, but he is forced to witness that situation. Therefore,
we can say that people have real and relative freedom.

The main legal value of the concepts of modern legal states is the freedom
of personality of a person as a person. Freedom of the individual means freedom
of speech, press, freedom of belief, freedom of teaching and learning, freedom to
organize and participate in meetings, freedom to move freely and to write petitions
and send things to the management that do not please one’s liking. The rule of law
allows people to have such inalienable freedoms. But these freedoms are based on
people’s material freedoms. The legal state is understood as a state that paves the
way for the fulfillment of individual interests of people, i.e., as a means of this.
The purpose of the rule of law is to work for the needs of people and society. The
conclusion that can be drawn from this: freedoms of the individual have a priority
role in the relationship between the person and the state. As the state gave priority
to the rights of an individual, an individual should recognize and respect the same
rights and freedoms of people other than him.
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The principle that education is one of the ways to preserve freedom in
today’s developed, democratic society is not unreasonable. «Economic and social
education is needed not only by politicians and businessmen, but by everyone in
order not to live in slavery» [16, p. 35] it is known that in a society where every
citizen is not educated, deviations and religious errors occur. It would not be an
exaggeration to say that in the current situation of Afghanistan, the problem of
obtaining higher education and choosing a profession for girls after reaching the
age of eighteen, the freedom to determine their own future is limited, and it’s
a big problem not only to play a musical instrument but even to keep them at
home. So, this is becoming a reality. We would like to point out that although the
Constitution guarantees all types of freedom in other countries, it is difficult to
establish freedom and democratic rights in a society whose citizens do not have
even the slightest degree of social, political and economic education.

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ESPORTS ARENAS AS A NEW CULTURAL SPACE OF THE CITY (A
CASE OF PGL ASTANA 2025)

This article analyzes the role and features of esports arenas as a new
cultural space of the modern city. The rapid development of digitalization
and information technologies has significantly influenced the structure of
the urban cultural environment, opening the way for the formation of new
public spaces alongside traditional cultural institutions. As one of these new
cultural phenomena, esports and the arenas designed for it are considered.

By integrating virtual gaming experience into real urban space,
esports arenas form new types of cultural communication and are becoming
an attractive social environment for young audiences. As the main object
of the research, the international PGL Astana tournament held in May
2025 in the city of Astana was selected.

This event shows that esports arenas are not only infrastructural
facilities for holding competitions, but also urban spaces that form social
interaction, cultural experience, and symbolic meaning. The arena space
used during the tournament introduced new content into the cultural life
of the city and contributed to the formation of its cultural image at the
international level.

The research results show that esports arenas occupy an important
place in the cultural space of the modern city and are gradually turning
into new public centers that influence the development of youth culture
and the cultural transformation of the city. The experience of PGL Astana
2025 proves the relevance of considering esports arenas as a new cultural
space of the city.

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ANALYSIS OF THE SOCIAL AND POLITICAL SIGNIFICANCE
OF NATIONAL IDEOLOGY AND NATIONAL IDENTITY IN THE
CONTEXT OF GLOBALIZATION

The article examines the social and political significance of national
ideology and identity in the context of globalization. The main objective
of the study is to analyze mechanisms for preserving national values and
ensuring ideological stability under global transformations. The research
explores the formation of national consciousness, cultural uniqueness,
and the role of state policy in shaping social and political processes. The
research object is the social relations and socio-political dynamics in
Kazakhstan. Methodologically, the study employs comparative analysis,
historical-logical analysis, political discourse analysis, and the study of
cultural phenomena. Findings indicate that the effectiveness of national
ideology depends on its historical continuity and alignment with cultural
identity. Cultural institutions, educational systems, and public awareness
play a key role in shaping national identity. The article provides a
theoretical foundation for addressing national identity preservation and
offers practical recommendations for improving state policy, developing
educational programs, and promoting social stability. The results are
relevant for understanding the socio-political challenges of globalization
and the strengthening of national identity.

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THE NORMATIVE AND LEGAL FRAMEWORK FOR
COOPERATION BETWEEN THE EUROPEAN UNION AND THE
COUNTRIES OF CENTRALASIAIN THE TRANSPORTSECTOR

The article is devoted to the analysis of the regulatory and legal framework
of cooperation between the European Union and the states of the Central
Asian region in the field of transport communications. Within the framework
of the study, a retrospective analysis of the implementation of joint projects on
the development of transport and communication systems under Partnership
Agreements was carried out. It is concluded that the evolution of relations is
obycnosnena, inter alia, by the need for further energy supply to Europe and
the diversification of routes to the markets of the European Union. At the same
time, although the development and implementation of joint projects between
the countries of Central Asia and the European Union are characterized by
the presence of certain shortcomings, European policy as a whole toward
the Central Asian region is fairly consistent and structured, including in the
transport sector in particular. Based on the European Union’s aspiration to
develop connectivity between Europe and Asia, which is identical to the goals
of the Central Asian countries to diversify international transport corridors,
directions and prospects for further development of cooperation have been
identified.
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The article analyzes the foreign policy activities of the European Union
in the Central Asian region. Key aspects of the development of interaction
between the EU and the countries of the Central Asian region are identified.
In the course of the study, the results of the implementation of joint projects
within the framework of partnership agreements were examined. Based on a
critical analysis, the main factors that may hinder the effective development of
relations between the EU and the states of Central Asia in the field of transport
and communications are identified. The authors conducted a structural analysis
of conceptual documents regarding the development of relations between the
countries of the Central Asian region and the European Union in both bilateral
and multilateral formats. The article examines four main stages in the formation
of the regulatory and legal framework of cooperation. Taking into account
the conducted research, the authors developed individual recommendations
and proposals aimed at improving the effectiveness of cooperation between
the states.

Introduction

The approach of the European Union (EU) to cooperation with the Central Asian
region is based on the implementation of strategic documents that define goals and
objectives achievable through the use of appropriate mechanisms and instruments. Both
national and regional programs are employed to implement these strategies.

The first EU program aimed at the post-Soviet countries of the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS), which also include the Central Asian states, was the TACIS
Program (TACIS — Technical Assistance for the Commonwealth of Independent
States). Europeans regarded this initiative as a means of providing support for the
implementation of economic and political reforms in the newly independent states. In
this context, this implied a transition to a free market, the establishment of the rule of
law, as well as liberalization and democratization.

Between 1991 and 2006, approximately €7.3 billion was allocated under the
TACIS program, and more than 3,000 projects were implemented. However, until the
2000s, most of the funding under TACIS was directed toward projects in Russia, whereas
of the aforementioned amount, only about €366 million was allocated to projects in the
Central Asian region. Subsequently, in 2002-2004, the EU allocated twice as much to
the countries of Central Asia, increasing from €25 million to €50 million per year, and
in 2005 and 2006 approximately €60 million annually [1, p. 17].
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In 2007, in accordance with a regulation of the European Parliament and the EU,
the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument replaced TACIS, focusing
on cooperation with neighboring countries and the states of Central Asia.

The development of a system of transport communications aimed at linking
the EU and the countries of Central Asia via the Black Sea, the Caspian Sea, and the
Caucasus was undertaken within the framework of the TRACECA project (Transport
Corridor Europe-Caucasus-Asia), the total length of which amounted to 10,800 km. The
regulatory and legal basis was formed by the multilateral agreement «On International
Cooperation for the Development of the Europe-Caucasus-Asia Corridor,» signed in
1998 in Baku [2, p. 150].

The conceptual approaches of the EU toward the countries of the Central Asian
region within the framework of the Common Foreign and Security Policy were first
articulated in the program document for 2002-2006, adopted by the Council of the EU
in October 2002. This document included the Indicative Program for 2002-2004 for
the implementation of regional and bilateral projects. In addition, within the framework
of this program, clear distinctions between national and broader regional agendas were
outlined for the first time.

The implementation of projects in the fields of energy, transport, communications,
as well as environment and security, was envisaged within the regional agenda. These
areas were considered as spheres in which the Central Asian states face interdependence
at the regional level. They were also identified as areas in which addressing issues is
most effective within the context of applying regional methods and approaches.

Materials and Methods

The methodological basis of the study is formed by general scientific and
specialized methods applied in political science and regional studies. The work employs
asystems approach, which, in turn, made it possible to examine the cooperation between
the European Union and the countries of Central Asia in the transport sector as an
integral system of regulatory, legal, and institutional elements.

In the course of the study, structural-functional and comparative methods were
applied in order to analyze the programs and strategies of the European Union with
regard to the countries of Central Asia, as well as historical-genetic and retrospective
methods to identify the stages in the formation of the regulatory and legal framework
of cooperation.

The empirical basis of the research consists of official documents and program
materials of the European Union, international agreements, analytical and statistical
data of international organizations, as well as scholarly publications by domestic and
foreign authors.
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Results and Discussion

Formation of the EU Strategy toward Central Asia. In general, Central Asia
remained outside the focus of attention for quite a long time and was not considered as
a priority. Consequently, as a unified geopolitical actor, the EU demonstrated limited
activity in this region until the mid-2000s.

In July 2005, the position of the «EU Special Representative for Central Asia»
was introduced, directly subordinated to the High Representative for the EU’s Common
Foreign and Security Policy. The purpose of this innovation was to coordinate and
harmonize the EU’s external actions in the Central Asian region. In 2007, Germany,
holding the Presidency of the Council of the EU, initiated a revision and the definition
of clearer directions of European policy toward the countries of Central Asia. The first
strategy, «The EU and Central Asia: Strategy for a New Partnership» of May 31,2007,
outlined a number of priority objectives of the EU in the region:

— ensuring stability and security;

— assistance in poverty reduction and improvement of living standards within the
framework of the Millennium Development Goals;

— support for regional cooperation among the countries of Central Asia and with
the EU.

The Strategy places particular emphasis on strengthening ties between the EU and
Central Asia in the energy and transport sectors, given the still relevant need for gas
supplies from Central Asia to Europe. One of the key elements of this policy has been
the pursuit of continuous exploitation and extraction of energy resources, implying
stable investment in the energy sector. At the same time, the EU takes into account
various options for the development and transportation of resources from the Central
Asian region, including interaction with other interested parties.

The objective of cooperation between the EU and the Central Asian states is to
integrate the countries of Central Asia both with each other and with international
markets and corridors. The EU continues to dynamically explore the possibility
of extending the Southern Energy Corridor toward Central Asia and, within this
framework, develops and implements its multilateral energy initiatives. At the same
time, the EU has expressed its readiness to share its experience and new technologies
in promoting safety standards and environmental norms for all types of transport.
Moreover, throughout the Europe-Caucasus-Central Asia transport corridor, the EU
intends to support communication channels. In addition, a plan for the development
of cooperation in the energy and transport sectors with Central Asia has been agreed
upon, including the necessary initiatives implemented within the framework of the
European Neighbourhood Policy and the Eastern Partnership Program.

After seven years of implementation of this Strategy, it was concluded that the
countries of the Central Asian region differ not only in their economic and political
development but also in their approaches to cooperation with the EU [3, p. 185].

Thus, the comprehensive nature of the 2007 Strategy, the lack of effective
instruments, and the relatively low level of activity of the Central Asian countries in
this process became limiting factors in its implementation. The document was amended
and supplemented four times in order to increase its effectiveness. At the same time,
the developed initiatives and joint programs proved to be ineffective.

However, the EU’s interest in the Central Asian region has not diminished
despite the lack of tangible results; on the contrary, it has increased. Transport and
infrastructure, in particular, serve as one of the significant areas of overlapping
interests between the EU and Central Asia, whose potential is indeed considerable
for a number of reasons:

—the EU’s interest in the countries of Central Asia is explained by the fact that
they are viewed as new markets for European products;

— the transit potential of Central Asia can connect the EU with major trading
partners, in particular China, for example, within the framework of the Belt and
Road Initiative [4, p. 263].

The Current Stage of EU-Central Asia Cooperation and Development
Prospects. June 2017 was marked by the update of the Council of the EU conclusions
on the EU Strategy for Central Asia, confirming that its main objectives and priorities
remain relevant. However, the question arose regarding the need to adopt a new
Strategy taking into account the modern vision of EU-Central Asia cooperation in the
context of the evolving geopolitical situation, changing needs, and new opportunities
of the Central Asian countries [5, p. 19].

By that time, the situation in the Central Asian countries had also changed,
due to the growth of their economic capacity and self-sufficiency. According to
the World Bank classification, the Republic of Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan were
categorized as upper-middle-income countries and were excluded from bilateral EU
assistance programs. The new leadership of Uzbekistan expressed a commitment to
regional cooperation, which opened new opportunities for the countries of Central
Asia and other regions. The migration crisis, economic downturn, Brexit, the conflict
in Ukraine, confrontation with Russia, and other factors required a revision of the
EU’s foreign policy priorities.

Additional opportunities for the EU to diversify energy supply routes were
created by the signing in August 2018 of the Convention on the Legal Status of the
Caspian Sea. In May 2019, a new Strategy toward Central Asia was adopted in the
form of the Joint Communication «The EU and Central Asia: New Opportunities
for a Stronger Partnership». In order to ensure flexibility and maintain long-term
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relevance, the new Strategy abandoned the development of clearly defined thematic
platforms.

The new approach implies taking into account the interests and specific features
of the countries of the region in forming common principles for addressing issues
in the fields of security, energy, transport, and digital networks. Such initiatives
contribute to the intensification of comprehensive partnership with the European
Union, as well as to the diversification of the economies of the Central Asian
countries and the expansion of their ties with the Western world [6, p. 67]. This
opens prospects for attracting additional European investment, particularly in the
development of the transport and logistics sector of Kazakhstan.

The EU also pursues another objective — to improve connectivity with the
countries of East and South Asia through Central Asia, as envisaged in the EU
Strategy on Connecting Europe and Asia (September 2018). This strategy provides
for the establishment of stable transport routes. This fact is regarded by some experts
as a response of the EU to China’s Belt and Road Initiative. The EU’s approach
is characterized by adherence to market principles, ensuring transparency, and
compliance with international standards.

This strategy reflects the EU’s intention to play an active role on the global
stage in the field of infrastructure projects. To a certain extent, such actions may be
seen as attempts to limit China’s investment and financial influence, especially in
regions of priority importance for the EU, in the context of its Belt and Road project.

Thus, possessing significant resource potential and occupying a unique
geographical position for the creation of transport corridors to European markets,
Central Asia retains its important role in ensuring the EU’s energy supply. The
partners have moved to a new stage of cooperation, improving mutual understanding
of their interests and needs, which opens new prospects for strengthening their
interaction [8]. Such developments in cooperation are regulated by the following
factors:

— transformation of political and economic spheres in the Central Asian
countries, including new leadership in Uzbekistan and the strengthening of
integration processes in the region;

— intensification of the activities of Russia and China in the region;

— the need to ensure stable energy supplies to European markets and diversify
routes for delivering energy resources to the EU, bypassing Russia. This factor has
become particularly relevant following the signing of the Convention on the Legal
Status of the Caspian Sea.

Program documents developed by the European Union with regard to Central
Asia have not always been effective. However, this does not prevent EU policy
toward Central Asia from being consistent and structured. Thirty years of cooperation
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between the EU and the countries of Central Asia have been characterized by notable
political and economic development [9].

For the full-scale and effective utilization of the prospects of regional
cooperation between Central Asia and the EU, and taking into account the flexibility
of the new EU Strategy for Central Asia, it is advisable to consider the following
measures:

— development of new regional EU programs and determination of thematic
areas jointly with the countries of Central Asia;

—development of a special online portal aimed at supporting virtual cooperation
between the EU and Central Asia.

It is important to focus on achieving concrete results envisaged by the new
EU Strategy for Central Asia. This is possible through strengthening interaction and
consolidating the efforts of all countries in the region. In order to ensure effective
coordination and avoid duplication of actions, it is necessary to organize consultations
among participants on a regular basis, where the current state and prospects of
regional programs will be discussed.

The identification of shortcomings in such programs and their prompt correction
during implementation is possible through the development of criteria for evaluating
their effectiveness within the framework of the document. The results of meetings
between foreign policy and other agencies of the Central Asian states should be
submitted to EU representatives in the form of a «non-paper», i.e., a kind of informal
memorandum or brief note outlining the essence of the issue and the proposed
wording of the document under discussion.

Taking into account the fact that the EU’s objectives in strengthening
connectivity between Europe and Asia are aligned with the priorities of the Central
Asian countries to diversify international transport routes, the following measures
appear promising:

—theuse of synergies between the Trans-European Transport Network (TEN-T)
and the transport systems of Kazakhstan and the Central Asian states, as noted in
the 2019 EU Strategy, is of particular relevance, since the Central Asian region
is assigned a key role - more than 80% of overland transit traffic in the «China -
Europe» direction. In this regard, it is necessary to increase the efficiency of the
Trans-Caspian International Transport Route (TITR), ensure the development and
extension of the TEN-T network to the western coast of the Caspian Sea. In 2023,
the Central Asian countries, together with China, are constructing a logistics terminal
in the city of Xi’an, which is expected to become a major hub for dispatching direct
container trains through Central Asia to Europe;

— ensuring connectivity through coordination between China’s Belt and Road
Initiative and the 2019 EU Strategy. In 2023, agreements were reached on linking the
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TITR with the Belt and Road Initiative. It should be noted that in 2022 approximately
1.7 million tons of cargo were transported along this route, which is twice the
volume of 2021. According to estimates of the European Bank for Reconstruction
and Development, the TITR will provide additional opportunities, increasing annual
capacity to 250,000-300,000 containers by 2030. To achieve these results, the
Central Asian countries are actively implementing digital solutions and improving
infrastructure. A Roadmap has been signed for jointly addressing bottlenecks and
improving the TITR passing through Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Turkey.
In this context, it is important for the EU to actively contribute to the development
of Caspian ports, the digitalization of their operations, joint production of transport
vessels, and the creation of logistics warehouses. The development of reverse cargo
transit along the TITR creates additional prospects for European exporters;

— in the future, it may be advisable to consider integration with the EU’s
developing infrastructure project «Global Gateway», which covers countries
worldwide. For this purpose, it appears appropriate to develop a Strategy for the
development of transport and logistics cooperation between the countries of Central
Asia and the EU.

Conclusions

Thus, in order to achieve the above-mentioned objectives, it is necessary to
provide European partners in a timely manner with information on the key directions
of national infrastructure projects in the countries of the Central Asian region.

Cooperation between the European Union and the countries of Central Asia
in the transport sector is formed on the basis of a consistently evolving regulatory
and legal framework and is determined by a combination of geoeconomic, energy,
and geopolitical factors.

Transport and infrastructure interaction constitutes one of the key areas of
interregional cooperation, ensuring the integration of the Central Asian countries
into international transport corridors and the diversification of routes for energy
supplies to the markets of the European Union.

The implementation of EU programs and initiatives in the region (TACIS,
TRACECA, EU strategies for Central Asia) has contributed to the formation
of the institutional foundations of cooperation; however, their effectiveness has
been constrained by limited implementation mechanisms and the uneven level of
engagement of the countries in the region.

The adoption of the updated EU Strategy for Central Asia in 2019 indicates a
transition to a more flexible and pragmatic approach focused on taking into account
the national specificities of the countries of the region, as well as on the development
of transport connectivity and digitalization [10].
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The Trans-Caspian International Transport Route is acquiring strategic
importance in the context of aligning the interests of the EU, the Central Asian
countries, and China, which requires enhanced coordination among the parties and
the modernization of transport and logistics infrastructure.

The convergence of the strategic priorities of the European Union and the
countries of Central Asia in the field of developing intercontinental connectivity
makes it possible to consider the transport sector as a sustainable and promising
area of long-term cooperation.

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FACTORS OF RADICALIZATION OF MODERN YOUTH IN
KAZAKHSTAN: A POLITICAL SCIENCE DISCOURSE

This article provides a political science—oriented analysis of the factors
driving youth radicalization in the Republic of Kazakhstan amid ongoing
social transformation, globalization, and the rapid digitalization of the
information environment. The author argues that youth radicalization has
gained pronounced socio-political relevance because young people, while
shaping their value orientations, civic identity, and political consciousness,
are particularly susceptible to ideological influence, including radical and
extremist narratives. The paper emphasizes that radicalization increasingly
unfolds not in offline settings but within virtual spaces, where recruitment,
propaganda, and manipulation operate faster, more covertly, and with
broader reach, thereby complicating early detection and prevention.

The study highlights the fragmentation of existing academic discourse:
many works focus primarily on legal or security-oriented countermeasures,
whereas systematic political analysis aimed at identifying structural,
institutional, and socio-cultural determinants remains underdeveloped.
To address this gap, the author conceptualizes radicalization as the
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outcome of interactions among political, socio-economic, ideological, and
psychological drivers.

Methodologically, the article employs the widely used distinction
between «push» and «pully factors and situates them across macro-,
meso-, and micro-levels. Macro-level drivers include systemic socio-
political and economic problems such as unemployment, marginalization,
low educational attainment, discrimination, human rights concerns, and
unresolved social conflicts. Meso-level conditions involve cultural and
group dynamics, including perceived victimization of religious communities,
intergroup and interconfessional tensions, and social isolation that can
foster injustice narratives. Micro-level determinants relate to individual
psychological vulnerabilities: identity search, alienation, stigmatization,
weak social ties, and susceptibility to radical group influence. The paper
additionally discusses xenophobia, linguistic radicalism, and doctrinal
manipulation — particularly the deliberate distortion of religious texts—as
factors contributing to religious-ideological violence.

The article distinguishes between external and internal radicalization
drivers in Kazakhstan, including cross-border online propaganda,
migration vulnerabilities, foreign religious education influences, and
domestic socio-economic challenges. The conclusion substantiates the
need for comprehensive prevention policies within youth policy frameworks
and civil society institutions, aligned with national security components:
political, public, informational, economic, and military security.
